Case 2016-3658 – Citation 2016-5893 – 1131 Clay St – Owner: Miller & York LLC – Officer: Brad 

Schargorodski
Citation fees: $153.77
Schargorodski explained that there was missing siding and chipping, flaking paint at this property.  He further explained that he spoke with the owner who stated that a contractor had been hired to work on getting this house into compliance.  After 133 days without completed work, a citation was issued.

Billy Miller came to the podium and explained that the contractor they hired is nowhere to be found at this time and they have now hired a new contractor to finish the work.  He stated that he would make sure the work is completed by the nex CENB meeting.

Wilder made a motion to uphold the citation and waive the fine.  Deere amended the motion to place the fine on hold and if the property is not in-compliance by the November meeting a $100.00 per day fine would start.  Simpson seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

CASE #2
Case 2016-6370 – Citation 2016-6370 – 419 Thames Way – Owner: Chiquita & Marie Sparks – Respondent: Chiquita Sparks – Officer: Brad Schargorodski

Citation fees: $153.77
Schargorodski explained that this property was overgrown which spurred a Notice of Violation.  Schargorodski further explained that he had been out of the office during the week of the original 7 day follow-up inspection so the follow-up inspection was completed 14 days after the notice was sent.  So, the owner was given an extra week to comply. When the follow-up inspection was made, 14 days later, the property was still overgrown, so a citation was issued and work order was sent to a City Contractor for mowing.  Schargorodski also pointed out that this is the third grass case on this property this year.

Chiquita Sparks came to the podium and stated that at the time this notice was received, she was working two jobs and did not have time to mow the yard.  Her mower was also broken and it had been in the shop for two months, getting fixed.
Wilder asked Sparks if she had talked to a friend or someone who could maybe help her out.  She said she had been but no programs are available to her at this time.

Simpson stated that we’ve had cases in the pas where the excuse was given of their lawn mower was down, but that’s not really a good excuse to not keep your property mowed. 

Simpson made a motion to uphold the citation and fine in the amount of $153.77.  Deere seconded motion which did not pass.  2-3

Wilder made a motion to uphold the citation and assess the $50.00 fee to compensate the city for their efforts and waive the balance of the fee.  Dearbone seconded motion which passed 3-2.
