Citation & Fees: $106.75
Schargorodski started by explaining that it appears that the same number of vehicles are on the property as from the last meeting.  Everything appears to be in the same condition as before as well.
Minton came forward and started explaining why no changes had been made.  His son is still sick and has been in and out of the hospital.

Yancy Minton came to the podium and explained to the board members that he would have most of the vehicles moved from the 757 Old Morgantown Rd to Browns Automotive in Auburn, KY by the end of the week.  
Wilder made a motion that all inoperable vehicles shall be removed from the property by the end of December to a place designated as “Brown’s Automotive” in Auburn, KY.  There may be other operable vehicles that will need to be moved onto the graveled area, not in the grass.  If this is not completed by the end of December, a $300.00 per day fine regardless of the number of vehicles left.  Simpsons seconded motion which passed unanimously.

Citation & Fees: $156.75

Schargorodski explained that there has been little to no change on any sanitation in the park.  It appears that some effort has been made to either move or put tires on the vehicles that are on the property.  
Minton explained that he will be placing the property for sale in the near future.  Tommy Hunt with Hunt Realtors will be auctioning it off.
