Citation Fees: $200.00

1655 Chestnut St and 1661 Chestnut St cases were heard together.

1655 Chestnut St – James Heady explained the violations to the board.  One of the gravel parking areas on Mimosa Ave had been expanded. Heady shared pictures from before the gravel expansion was made and after as well.  The parking section has in the past could only fit one car in the spot and now you can fit two there.
