Citation Fees: $100.00

Heady explained the violations to the board and presented photos showing the sign that was posted off premise, advertising another business located at another property.  This was out of compliance from March 2019 – June 2019.  The citation was issued on May 30, 2019.

*Zoning Ordinance – 1.) ZO Article 4.6.8, Section F.8 – General Commercial Development Standards – Off-Premise Signs.  Off Premise signs are prohibited throughout Warren County except as Consolidated Shopping Center Signs allowed in Section 4.6.8.F.9 and as outdoor or billboard advertising signs allowed in Section 4.6.8.F.11.  Off-premise signs in unincorporated areas of Warren County.

Mrs. Stuart came to the podium to speak.  She explained that as a non-profit, their group relies income from their shows but also on donations to stay in operation.   She further explained that it was her understanding that a main sponsor that donates every year, could be named on a sign and placed on the building.  She gave examples of other businesses around that had done similar things as well.  According to Stuart, Signature Signs put the sign up and assumed it was fine.  She also mentioned that she was out of the country in March and April, so she did not get any Notice about this violation.

Thomas made a motion to dismiss the citation and the fine in the amount of $100.00.  Simpson seconded motion which passed unanimously.

Per day fine request

Heady explained the violations to the board.  There is a gravel parking lot behind Overtime Bar & Grill that is in violation.

1.) ZO Article 4.6.8., Section E.9. – General Commercial Development Standards – Parking Surface.  Drives and parking areas must be paved with concrete, asphalt, brick pavers, or similar permeable solid surface paving material.

2.) ZO Article 4, - Commercial Development – Landscaping.  All Commercial Development shall comply with the minimum landscaping standards in Section 4.6.8.D.

There have been three citations issued up to this point.  The property is still in violation with no physical evidence of it being brought back into compliance.  At this time a per day fine is being requested.  

Thomas made a motion to go ahead with the mechanics of citing them and assess a per day fine of $100.00 to start on the 5th of next month, to run for a period of 60 days.  Eggleton seconded motion which passed unanimously.
