· APPROVAL OF MINUTES
September 2, 2015 Minutes
Simpson made a motion to uphold the minutes as written.  Deere seconded motion which passed unanimously.
· COMMENTS / ANNOUNCEMENTS    

Discussion on rescheduling the November 24, 2015 CENB Meeting:
Due to this meeting falling on the same week as Thanksgiving, a motion was made by Dearbone to move the meeting date to November 17th, 2015 with the understanding that Tabitha Joiner will check the Commission Chamber schedule.  Motion was seconded by Simpson which passed unanimously.
After looking at the Commission Chambers calendar November 17th was unavailable, so the meeting will be held on Monday, November 16th, 2015.  No new motion was needed per David Broderick.
· HEARING AGENDA
Case 2015-3150 – Citation 2015-2170 – 757 Old Morgantown Rd – Owner: YB&R Investments LLC – Respondent: Don Minton – Officer: Brad Schargorodski

Citation & Fees: $106.75

Schargorodski explained that this case was the result of a Roaming inspection.  There were multiple violations, overgrown grass, inoperable vehicles, parking in the yard.  A Notice of Violation was sent to the PVA listed owner and was dated 30 days from the date of inspection.  Normally this can be corrected in 10 days, but an extra 20 days was given to try to encourage compliance.  Schargorodski explained the pictures that were presented as well.  The majority of the vehicles were unlicensed, flat tires or have significant body damage to them.  The citation was issued on August 24, 2015 and Schargorodski explained those photos as well.
Today Schargorodski made his follow up inspection where he found most of the overgrown areas has been mowed, but there are still some areas that were not mowed.  Schargorodski further explained that this property is zoned as Neighborhood Business. 

Minton came to the podium to speak.  He explained that he never received his Notice of Violation in the mail, so the first time he heard about it was when the citation was posted on the property.  He further explained that he has been having trouble receiving his mail and has complained to the Post Office about that.  Minton also mentioned that these vehicles were moved from another property he owns on Russellville Rd.  At 757 Morgantown Rd, there is gravel on the ground and the property is zoned as a car lot. The majority of the vehicles are repo vehicles.

Dearbone asked if it would be possible for Minton to take the vehicles and sell them to someone who can make the repairs.  Minton responded by saying he is going to do something with them, but he is having a hard time finding a mechanic.

Deere made a motion to uphold the citation and fine as well as have Mr. Minton and Code Enforcement staff come back in a month to see about getting the property cleaned up.  Simpson seconded motion which passed 4-1.  
(Clarification: Cleaning up means bringing it back with in code again. It was stated in the discussion of the motion that Mr. Minton has until October 27th to bring the property into compliance.)  

Case 2015-3152 – Citation 2015-2176 – 1601 Sharon Dr – Owner: D & L Rentals LLC – Respondent: Don Minton – Officer: Brad Schargorodski

Citation & Fees: $156.75
Schargorodski explained that this case was the result of a Roaming inspection.  Indoor furniture was being stored on the outside of the premises; there was also a dilapidated deck at the rear of the structure.  He explained the photos on this property.  A Notice of Violation was sent out giving 30 days to bring the property into compliance.  At the follow up inspection on August 24th, 2015 the property was still in violation so a citation was issued.  Schargorodski then explained that as of today the majority of the indoor furniture has been placed neatly along the structure, so they are still in violation, and no changes to the deck.
Minton addressed the board stating that there is no one living in this home and he is working on renovating it.  This is why the cabinets are under the carport at this time.  Minton also explained that he deck is salvageable and solid.  The railing needs to be fixed but Minton didn’t know what the code was on railing.  Minton mentioned again that he did not receive the Notice of Violation from Code Enforcement and he thought it was unusual that he didn’t get the letter because it seems like he receives them about once a week.
Simpson made a motion to uphold the citation and fine.  Dearbone seconded motion which passed unanimously.

· OLD BUSINESS

Case 2015-2486 – Citation 2015-1811 – 1605 Harmony Way – Owner: Janice L. Bunch MD – Officer: David Herrman

Citation Fees & Per Day Fine: $1,286.75 
CITATION FEES AND PARTIAL PER DAY FEES TO DATE HAVE BEEN UPHELD.
Herman explained that per the motion of the September 2, 2015 CENB meeting, Code Enforcement was to notify Bunch of where the planters where to be moved to.  On September 4th, 2015 a letter from CE was posted on the front door of 1605 Harmony Way, stating the planters would need to be placed in the back yard. One was also mailed to the PVA listed address and one mailed to 1605 Harmony Way.  As of today the planters have been moved, but now where Code Enforcement instructed Bunch to move them.  Three are next to the driveway and the other three are next to the sidewalk leading to the front door.  This leaves it at the discretion of the CENB where we need to go from here.

Bunch and her attorney Tom Noe came to the podium where Noe explained that he is now representing Bunch.  Noe stated that is sounds like this property is not in violation any longer.  He also stated that he would like to get a copy of the ordinance so he and Bunch could work on coming into compliance.  Thomas explained again that as of today the property is in compliance.
