CODE ENFORCEMENT

Case 2014-2865 – 218 Whispering Hills Blvd – Owner: Walter & Debbie York – Code Enforcement Officer: Kevin Turner
Citation & Fees: $106.48

Kevin Turner presented this case to the board.  He explained that this was a Roaming case that was created on 10/6/14 and there were two vehicles parked in the front yard at this location.  He sent out his NOV’s to the property owner and also had several phone conversations with Walter York about the violations.  York said he would get the vehicles removed.  After quite some time had passed and the violations still existed, a citation was issued on 12/2/14.  On 12/3/14, Turner received a call from York, letting him know that the vehicle had been removed.  That same day, Turner made a follow up inspection to verify and the vehicles had been moved to the driveway.
Walter York came and spoke to the board.  He said the tenant has an illness that prevented them from removing these violations.  York also explained that the citation fee will get forwarded on to the tenant and the tenants cannot afford this fee, so that’s why he is here.  York also asked the question that if this happens in the future, what can he do as the landlord?  He doesn’t own the vehicles that are parked on the property.  Dearbone asked if York had contacted any of the tenant’s family to try to resolve the violations.  York said yes.
After some discussion, Deere made the motion to uphold the citation and waive the fine.  Dearbone seconded motion which passed 3-2.

Case 2014-3814 – 1315 Park St – Owner: Sherry Givens – Code Enforcement Officer: Teddy Webb & Matt Powell
Citation & Fees: $256.48

Teddy Webb spoke to the board about this case and explained that they had received a complaint from Public Works about work being done without a permit.  The driveway had been repaved and extended around the structure all the way to the back with no permits being applied for.  Webb contacted Sherry Givens by phone on 11/19/14 and explained to her what would be needed to apply for the permit.  By 12/8/14 no permits had been applied for therefore a citation was issued.
Sherry Givens came to the podium and explained that she had received an estimate from Dennis Baird, at Scotty’s Contracting.  Dennis Baird never shared with Givens any information about a permit with the City of Bowling Green.  After some time passed Scotty’s Contracting completed the work.  A few days later Given’s received a call from Webb informing her about applying for a permit.  Given’s contacted Dennis Baird back and asked why no one at Scotty’s Contracting let her know about the permit, Beard responded he did not know.  
Thomas made a motion to waive the citation and fine as well as send a letter to Scotty’s Contracting to inform them about permit requirements.  Dearbone seconded motion which passed unanimously.
