· There was no means of ventilation in either bathroom. 

· There was a leak in a shower head and in the supply line of the kitchen sink.  

· The only means of heat was unvented gas heaters.  

The property manager, Jeff Mills, called several times to ask for more time and on April 10, 2015 a follow up inspection was made & citation was issued.  In the middle of these inspections, the tenant, who lived there when the first inspection was made, has moved out and a new tenant is in the unit.
Jeff Mills, the representative for the owner, explained that everything has been fixed accept the heat.  They have gotten estimates on getting new heating & air units.
