CASE #1
Case 2017-5704 – Citation 2017-4677 – Location: 1307 Sunrise Dr N – Owner & Respondent:: Azemina Ibrisevic – Officer: Brad Schargorodski

Citation Fees: $203.81

Schargorodski explained the violations on this property.  He also stated all Notice of Violations and Citations that had been issued on the property.  There was communication between Schargorodski and Ibrisevic discussing what needed to be done to bring the property into compliance.  After several extensions, the property was still in violation and finally a citation was issued.  The property was then brought into compliance, but as of August 21, the property is in violation again.  There have been several prior cases on this property for the same or similar violations.
Ibrisevic approached the podium and proceeded to explain to the board that this is her first time in front of them.  She further explained that this is mostly her son that parking in the yard, she has told him not to, but he continues even when she’s not there.  

Simpson explained that she will ultimately be responsible even though it is not her parking in the grass.

Ibrissevic said she would talk to her son to ensure that he stops parking in the yard.

Simpson made a motion to uphold the citation and fine in the amount of $203.81.  Deere seconded motion which passed unanimously.

Case 2017-5626 – Citation 2017-4350 – Location: 1524 Audubon Dr – Owner: YB&R Investments LLC - Respondent: Don Minton – Officer: Brad Schargorodski

Citation Fees: $603.81

Schargorodski explained the extensive list of violations to the board.  There was communication between Schargorodski and Minton.  When the work had not been completed a citation was issued.  There have been several cases on this property in the last 12 months and continues to be a problem.
Minton came to address the board explaining that he and his family have been ill and he has not been able to get the work completes.  He stated that he would like to sell all his properties.  

Thomas made a motion to uphold the citation and fine in the amount of $603.81. Simpson seconded motion which passed unanimously.

CASE #3
Case 2017-6244 – Citation 2017-4967 – Location: 1524 Audubon Dr – Owner: YB&R Investments LLC - Respondent: Don Minton – Officer: Brad Schargorodski

Citation Fees: $403.81

Schargorodski explained again all the violations that lead up to issuing a citation on this property.  

Minton again stated to the board, the same reasons for not getting the property mowed before a citation was issued.

Deere made a motion to uphold the citation and fine in the amount of $403.81.  Wilder seconded motion which passed unanimously.

Case 2017-6109 – Citation 2017-4963 – Location: 1405 Sunrise Dr N – Owner: YB&R Investments LLC - Respondent: Don Minton – Officer: Brad Schargorodski

Citation Fees: $103.81

Schargorodski again explained the violations on this property.  An extension was given after speaking to Minton, but when the follow up inspection was completed, the property was still overgrown.  At that point a citation was issued and the property mowed by the city’s contractor.

Minton stated that couldn’t get anyone to mow it and his mower was torn up, so he could not complete the job himself.

Deere made a motion to uphold the citation and fine in the amount of $103.81.  Thomas seconded motion which passed unanimously.
