Kevin Turner informed the board that he failed to put a compliance date on the citation  
that was written to Bob Dillard.  Therefore, he is asking the board to dismiss the citation 
and fees of $206.48.  Jack Thomas asked what the complaint was about.  Turner explained 
that the property at 1402 Park St. was found to be in violation during a “target area” 
program that code enforcement was conducting in the area.  Turner said there was 
building materials left on the property.  Thomas asked if the property is currently still in 
violation and Turner told him yes, that the building materials have not been removed.  
Thomas asked if once the citation before the board was dismissed, and if the property is 
still in violation, then code enforcement could still write a citation against the property at 
1402 Park St. tomorrow?  James Napper explained to the board that, yes, a new citation 
can be written against the property at 1402 Park Street, but that since there was not a 
compliance date given on the citation that is before the board, they are requesting for this 
current citation to be dismissed in an effort to be fair to the property owner.

Tim Butts also explained to the board that code enforcement’s citation has been updated 
to reflect that if a compliance date has not been added to the citation by the code 
enforcement officer, then the compliance date for violators will be 10 days after the issue 
date of the citation.  Butts stated that this has been added to the citation for all citation 
recipients’ knowledge. 


Wilder made the motion to dismiss the citation and fees of $206.48.  Deere seconded the motion, which 
passed unanimously.
