Case 2014-3286 – Citation 2014-2769 – 416 Warren Way - Owner: D & L Rentals LLC – Respondent: Don Minton - Code Enforcement Officer: Moe Hillard
Citation & Fees: $156.48
Moe Hillard explained that this case was the result of a citizen complaint.  The case has been opened since October 2014 and the violations are clogged gutters, missing down spouts and missing/broken windows.  A NOV was sent out.  Linda Minton called into the office and asked for an extension which was granted.  The violations were still present at the follow up inspection so contact was made with Don Minton.  Minton requested to board up the windows until he could schedule new ones to be put in.  James Napper & Hillard agreed to this but the windows could only stay boarded up until January 8, 2015.  At the Jan. 8, 2015 follow up inspection there had still been no work done.  After several more attempts of contact had been made to contact Minton, a citation was issued on January 22, 2015.  Hillard also mentioned to the board that there have been 8 cases on this property since 2010.  As of today, no work has been done to the property.
Don Minton explained the board that he had done some work years ago after a fire and had since had some vandalism.  The company he had hired to replace the windows was going to charge around $1900 and that was going to be way to much money.  Minton has been trying to replace them himself but hasn’t had time to do so.  
After some discussion, Wilder made the motion to uphold the citation and the fine.  Simpson seconded motion which passed unanimously. 
PUBLIC WORKS
Case 2015-107 – Citation 2015-4 - 535 Modern Way – Owner: Midwest Trucking – Respondent: Dina Hotlovac - Code Enforcement Officer: Josh Hankins
Citation & Fees: $256.48
Josh Hankins explained that this case started on November 3, 2014 with an erosion prevention and sediment control problem.  A notice of violation was mailed out and later returned back to the city as “refused.”  The employees of this business had been told to refuse certified mail.  Phone calls were made after finding out the EPSC Certified Contractor, who was named on the Permit issued by the city, informed Hankins that he was not doing any work on this property.  On January 16, 2015 a citation was issued.  Dina Hotlovac and Hankins made contact and there was discussion on how to appeal the citation.  The citation was appealed on January 23, 2015.  As of today the property is still not incompliance and Hankins has not been given a name of a new Certified EPSC Contractor.
Hotlovac stated that they are not neglecting the project, but the builder they hired quit, so they just hired a new contractor with Corner Stone.  She stated that the main reason for not completing the project was due to the bad weather.
Deere commented on the issues with the contractor.
Matt Powell responded that the city give EPSC classes to get the contractors certified to do this kind of work to make it as easy as possible for the work to get completed the correct way.  
Deere asked if Hankins & Powell had been having communication trouble.

Powell stated yes from both the owners of the property and contractors.

Thomas said by his calculations this case has been ongoing for about 120 days.  So it can’t just be the weather that is keeping the work from getting done.

Hotlovac stated that the contractor never finished the job and she didn’t know what needed to be completed.  

Thomas asked how long Hotlovac expected it to take to complete the work, as long as the weather is good.

Hotlovac said she is hoping for 30-45 days.

Thomas made a motion to give Hotlovac until the April 28, 2015 CENB meeting to get the work completed.  At that time the Citation and Fine will be voted on.  Wilder seconded motion which passed 3-1.
