Case 2018-151 – Location: 1151 Kentucky St – Owner: Myles Properties LLC – Respondent: Clay Myles – Officer: Brad Schargorodski
Schargorodski provided lots of information about this property.  There are several apartments in this building, one of them has been condemned.  

These violations are for apartments #2 and #4. 

· Stairs/porches not maintained in good repair/in state of collapse
· Interior handrails not maintained in good repair
· Exterior doors not maintained in good repair
· Multiple broken windows, multiple windows sills and frames in a state of disrepair and decay/deterioration
· Exterior doors missing required locks or hardware
· Insufficient premises identification/address
· Damage and holes in exterior walls
· Fire safety egress violation due to collapsed stairway at rear of building
· No smoke alarms installed in multiple required locations
· Multiple interior walls not maintained in good repair and/or with holes/damage
· Inadequate required lighting in interior hallways and stairwells
· Mechanical equipment not maintained in good repair
· Improper maintenance of electrical equipment/fixtures
· Electrical receptacles not maintained in good repair
· Junk and appliances outdoors
· An outdoor accumulation of rubbish
· Bathtubs, showers and lavatories not maintained in good, working condition
· Plumbing appliances not maintained in good, working condition
These violations were found in the unit that has been condemned. 

· Structure unfit for human occupancy

· Unfit for human habitation

· Inadequate light/air/sanitation facilities
· Windows not maintained in good condition
· Entry door/hardware not in good repair or working order
· No working smoke alarms
· Multiple holes in interior walls, peeling/flaking/chipping paint, water damage
· Inadequate space/equipment for preparation of food (no working refrigerator, oven and stovetop inoperable, kitchen sink unusable)
· Inadequate heating facilities
· Mechanical appliances not maintained in good repair
· Electrical equipment & receptacles in the kitchen not maintained in good repair
· Installed lighting inadequate and/or not maintained in good repair
· No plumbing appliances in operable/usable condition as intended or good repair
· No safe/usable/working kitchen or bathroom sink, toilet or bathtub 
These violations were added to the citation, these are exterior violations.

· Vacant building not secured (Apartment 2 was then vacant and the front door had been removed/kicked in)

· Heat supply
· Inoperable/unlicensed vehicle
· Duty of maintenance of private property
· Dilapidated structure
Clay Myles came to speak to the board on this issue.  He explained that this property has been slowly going into a state of disrepair.  He further explained that he had some employees quit which has caused problems getting things fixed.  He stated that they plan on doing major improvements, but will not have the funds until early June.  
Deere made a motion to implement the per day fine in the amount of $100.00 to run for 30 days.  Thomas made an amendment to the original motion for the per day fin to run until the property is in compliance.  Deere accepted that amendment.  Thomas seconded motion which passed 3-1.

· Accumulated construction/demolition debris
· Scattered garbage
