Christerson explained that the Borders are restoring this home & will be living in it when it’s completed.  They are mainly working on the inside right now to get it in a livable condition.  But the time that has been requested is outside of our normal procedure.  So, we requested they come in front of the Board to ask for the time they need.  The items that we are concerned with are only the exterior.  No inspection has been made on the interior.
Border came to the podium and stated that their original goal was to restore the home and paying by cash to get it completed, but that could take up to three years to complete.  So now they are looking into getting some financing and hiring out some of the exterior work to get it completed faster.  This home is also in the Historic District, so there are certain things that have to be done in a particular way and there might be grants available to help with that portion as well.
Rockhold made a motion to receive quarterly updates from Christerson on the progress of the work and if work has stopped, we will have the Borders come back in front of the Board to give an update on what is going on with the property.  Wilder seconded motion which passed unanimously.

Costa stated the procedure for marking a vehicle that is parked on the square, which is, chalk is marked on the pavement on one of the back tires & also in the middle of the actual tire.  Also, when a vehicle is “chalked” it is radioed into the Police Dept. as another step in the recording process.
Doyle explained that she parked on the square because she had a meeting with an attorney; she then went and got a cup of coffee.
