This is the sixth case that we have had at this address over the last three years.  Napper gave a brief summary of what each case entailed.  He also shared pictures of the property showing violations.  The city had to use self-help to get the property cleaned up and boarded up.  The property has been condemned, but Brown has been told how to get the condemnation lifted off the property, but as of now the property is still condemned.  Brown currently has a building permit on the property and has started taking steps to get the condemnation lifted.  Brown did come in to the Code Enforcement office on 11/20/14 and paid his outstanding fees that totaled $1044.44.
Toyo Brown came to the podium and spoke to the board.  He explained that after the city boarded the house, that things started to get stolen off the home.  Brown had hired a couple of different contractors to work on the property and they did not do the work they were supposed to do.  So the city had to step in and clean the property up.  Brown also mentioned that he had a friend come and fix some of the electrical problems, so he is still working on getting the electric turned back on.

Deere made a motion to deem Toyo Brown a Repeat Offender with the future citation fines set at $600.00 and the Repeat Offender status ending in November 2015.  Simpson seconded motion which passed 2-1.
