· APPROVAL OF MINUTES

March 22, 2011 – Thomas made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  Rockhold seconded the motion, which passed 3-3.  Eichelberger did not vote because he was not at the March 22 meeting.
· COMMENTS / ANNOUNCEMENTS    
Harmon was present to speak on the new Smoking Ordinance.  This ordinance will start on April 28, 2011.  Harmon briefly spoke about the ordinance and explained the police department will be issuing the citations, but if a citation is appealed, that will be heard by the CEB.  Ashtrays will need to be removed from businesses and no smoking signs will need to be put up to help keep the public informed that there is no smoking inside any prohibited facility.
· PARKING / ANIMAL CONTROL CITATIONS
Case 2011-668 – Parking Ticket BG 115880 – Respondent: Lauren Taylor – Officer: Nicholas Adams
Citation amount: $25.00
Officer Nicholas Adams stated that the he saw a vehicle parked in the fire lane, and no one was in the vehicle.  So, a parking ticket was issued.  Officer Adams provided pictures to the board.

Taylor stated she was in the vehicle the whole time and no one asked her to move, the vehicle was also running, but a parking ticket was issued to her.

Thomas asked if there were other places to park and Taylor answered yes.
Parrigin made a motion to uphold the citation and fine.  Eichelberger seconded motion which passed unanimously.

Case 2011-677 – Parking Ticket BG 115983 – Respondent: Carol Glaser – Officer: Josh Stuart

Citation amount: $25.00

Officer Josh Stuart stated that on the square, parking is only allowed for 2 hours at a time and that was the reason for writing the ticket.

Glaser stated that she understands that there is only 2 hour parking, but where she parked there was a sign in front of her vehicle that says 2 hour parking between 9 AM and 6 PM.  So when the ticket was written she was still with in her 2 hours.  She provided a picture to that effect.

Eichelberger asked if this was a city sign.  Glaser stated that it looked like it was.  She then passed her phone, which had the picture of the sign to the board.
Thomas made a motion to waive the citation and the fine.  Rockhold seconded motion which passed unanimously.

Case 2011-714 – Parking Ticket BG 116353 – Respondent: Andy Lyons – Officer: Ross House

Citation amount: $25.00

Officer Ross House stated that he pulled behind Lyons in the fire land and sat there for a few minutes.  Lyons never moved his vehicle so a parking ticket was issued.

Lyons stated that he was picking up his wife from work, it was pouring down rain.  Lyons was in the vehicle.

Eichelberger made a motion to uphold the citation and fine.  Parrigin seconded motion which passed 3-1.

Case 2011-184 – 515 Emmett Dr – Respondent: L.S. & Sheila Cherry – Code Official: Melissa Christerson

Notice of violation was appealed.
Christerson stated that this case is for over occupancy.  The owners of the property tried resolving the zoning violation by purchasing another piece of property, but were not successful.  The owners are here to request more time.

Cherry stated when they bought the house at auction, there was no mention of what the house was zoned as.  When the violation was brought to their attention, they did try to purchase another home that was zoned correctly, but the sell fell through.  They need until May 15, 2011 to move the students out of the home.

Rockhold made a motion to give the property owners until May 15, 2011 and Melissa will update the board at the May 24, 2011 meeting.  Eichelberger seconded motion which passed unanimously.  

Case 2010-4235 – 814 Steeplechase Way – Respondent: Greg & Susan Gibson – Code Official: Melissa Christerson

Citation amount: $305.54

David Burton stated that the property is in very poor condition.  There were a number of slides presented and viewed to show the seriousness of the hoarding.  When Burton was inside the home, he could not walk or even stand without stepping on or bumping something for all the clutter.  He could not see how someone could be using this home whatsoever.  The next court date is set for May 17, 2011, which is when the property is to be cleaned up by & May 18th, 2011 is when the Health Dept. will give the court the report of all the violations.
Colovos stated that this property is in violation according to the International Property Maintenance Code and Chapter 27.  The recommendation to the board is to uphold the citation & fine then levy a per day fine of $300.00.

Christerson stated that the owner of the attached duplex has exhausted all his resources & doesn’t know what to do anymore.  He asked Christerson to express his extreme concern with this property, and remind the board that there are others who live on the other side of the wall, who are also very concerned.
Harmon stated there has still been no probate started on this property.  A letter has been sent to remaining relatives on the condition of this property.  

Thomas made the motion to uphold the citation & fine plus and additional $300.00 per day fine.  Parrigin seconded motion which passed unanimously.
