Citation amount: $505.75
Christerson explained that as of today, the exterior has been cleaned up for the most part.  A dumpster has been placed at the property to help get all items cleaned up.  The only items left that are a concern is the windows that are boarded up and cracked and peeling paint on the trim on the exterior.
David Thomas and Jackson both approached the podium and Thomas stated all the items that have been cleaned up on the exterior and then explained that now they are going to start work on the interior of the home.  Due to vandalism we have left the windows boarded up.  We replaced the windows that were broken out originally, but the next day after replacing those, they had been broken out again.  The windows are going to be replaced again and then boarded back up until the home is occupied.  We are thinking that we will need 60-90 days to get the work completed.
