CODE ENFORCEMENT BOARD

TUESDAY, August 22, 2006

City Hall Commission Chambers – 1001 College Street

· CALL TO ORDER 

The meeting was  called the meeting to order at 5:55 pm.  (delay due to press conference)
· ROLL CALL 

Present: Mark Boling,, Jerry Wilder Roger and Lyle Parrigin.  

· SWEARING IN OF NEW BOARD MEMBERS

Mayor Walker swore in board member Alice Rockhold.  Mrs  Rockhold is to take over the unexpired term of Carla Bohannon.  Term to expire June 2007.

· APPROVAL OF MINUTES

July 25, 2006 –Lapointe made a motion to approve the minutes as submitted.   Parrigin seconded the motion to approve.  .  Rockhold abstained from voting.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.

These proceedings are recorded and aired live on Cable Channel 4 and the recording will serve as official record.  Summary information is as follows.

· PARKING CITATIONS
BG 100687 – Steve Spies – issued by Doug Graham

Citation was confirmed by citation issuer.    Mr. Graham stated that he asked the occupied vehicle to move from the fire lane. Lt. Colonel Hawkins with the Bowling Green Police Department confirmed authority of the volunteer parking enforcement officer to issue citations.  

John Weatherbee with the BG Fire Department stated that the area was properly designated as a fire lane.  He stated that the State Fire Marshall says each jurisdiction designates what is an approved fire lane and that this area has been designated as a fire lane.

Respondent stated that he had four motions for his appeal.  Motion one was that there was a conflict of interest with the Board members as they are paid by the City of Bowling Green.  Motion two was that the citation was incorrectly issued.  Motion three is that this area is not under the jurisdiction of the City of Bowling Green.  Motion four is that it is not marked as a fire lane.

Respondent called his spouse,  Audrey Spies who stated that there were no signs directly in front of the store where the respondent was parked.

LaPointe made a motion to uphold the citation and fine.  Boling seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.

· HEARING AGENDA
CDEF2006-3011 – 107 Riverview Dr. – Elaine Brown – issued by Melissa Christerson

Melissa Christerson confirmed the citation and stated that significant improvement has taken place at the residence since the Notice of Violation was issued.  Respondent stated that they live out of town and that their tenant suddenly moved out and that there were unaware of the situation until there were notified by the City of Bowling Green.  Respondent stated that he needed more time to complete all the repairs that were needed.  LaPointe made a motion to re-visit this case at the next scheduled CEB meeting of September 26,2006.  Rockhold seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
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· OLD BUSINESS
CDEF2006-395 – 513 Eleventh Street West - issued by Tad Douglas

Tad Douglas stated that significant improvements have been made on the property but there are still some violations.  Boling made a motion to issue a 7 day notice to compliance or a $200 per day fine for 30 days retroactive from date of notice of non-compliance and re-visit at the next board meeting.  Rockhold seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.  

CDEF2006-1434 – 928 Elm Street – issued by Tad Douglas

Douglas stated that the exterior of the property is now in compliance due to self help on the part of the City of Bowling Green.  Next step will be an attempt to gain access in the property by tenants.  Some, if not all, units are occupied.

Alex Colovos requested that the Board allow Code Enforcement to close this case on the exterior of the property along with the previously issued fines and they will re-open a new case for the interior of the property.

Boling made a motion to  close this record on the exterior of the property.  LaPointe seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.

· NEW BUSINESS

CDEF2006-3887 – 1908 Cedaridge Road – Mrs. WR Dallas

Gene Harmon and Alex Colovos presented this case to the Board.  Gene stated that the property owner has been taken custody of by Social Services though has not been declared incompetent.  He hoped that Social Services will expedite competency hearing so that we may have someone to deal with in reference to the above address.  

Paul Durbin,  area resident,  spoke of longevity of problem.

LaPointe made a motion to  issue a $200 per day fine until property is in compliance.  Boling seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.

· CONSENT AGENDA

CDEF2006-3060 – 335 Brownslock Road – issued by Tad Douglas

Citation was confirmed by  Douglas.  Douglas stated that the property owner is out of town and is ill and did not know of resources or have the capability to take care of the property.  LaPointe made a motion to  dismiss the citation and fine.  Parrigin seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.

CDEF2006-1854 – 603 Woodford Street – issued by Tad Douglas

Tad Douglas stated that significant improvements have been made on the property but there still is a refrigerator that is on the property that is unsecured.  Boling made a motion to issue a 7 day notice to comply thereafter a $100 per day fine for 30 days from date of notice of non-compliance.  Rockhold seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.  

CDEF2006-3661 – 744 Old Morgantown Road – issued by Melissa Christerson

Citation was confirmed by  Christerson.  She stated that violation was corrected by the time citation was to be posted.    Parrigin made a motion to  uphold the citation and waive the fine.  LaPointe seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
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CDEF2006-3511 – 1281 Clay Street – issued by Melissa Christerson 

Citation was confirmed by  Christerson.  She stated that violation was corrected by the time citation was to be posted.    LaPointe made a motion to  uphold the citation and waive the fine.  Parrigin seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.

CDEF2006-3207 – 1268 Kentucky Street – issued by Melissa Christerson

Citation was confirmed by  Christerson.  She stated that the citation was issued to the incorrect property owner. She stated that violation was corrected by the time citation was to be posted.    LaPointe made a motion to dismiss the citation and fine.  Parrigin seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.

CDEF2006-2923 – 209 Plain Avenue – Rico Reed – issued by Melissa Christerson

Citation was confirmed by  Christerson.  She stated that this was unoccupied property though it did have electrical service and therefore should have had trash and debris removal.  The fact that the items of debris were not picked up by sanitation service and the fact that there were utility lines that prevented that from being done,  the citation was issued.  The property is now in compliance.  Boling made a motion to  dismiss the citation and fine.  Parrigin seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.


CDEF2006-60     -  300 Brookshore    

Colovos stated that this property was a location that had a fire that resulted in two deaths.  He requested a motion for the City is to make repairs to the exterior of the property and issue a citation and work order charge to the property guardian/owner.  LaPointe made a motion to  reflect that request.  Parrigin seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Approval of Citations written from –July 19 August 14,  2006 -  Boling made a motion to approve the list of citations issued for this period of time.  Parrigin seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
