Simpson made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  Deere seconded motion which passed unanimously.  Wilder abstain his motion.

Case 2015-3418 – Citation 2015-2674 – 2340 Russellville Rd – Owner: YB&R Investments LLC – Respondent: Don Minton – Officer: Brad Schargorodski

Citation & Fees: $156.75

Schargorodski read the boards motion from the previous month explained what Minton was asked to do.  As of today everything is the same.
Minton stepped to the podium and stated that he had gone to Hunt Realty and talked to them about the removal of the mobile homes.  Minton said they couldn’t give him a price on how much it would be to remove each mobile home but that Minton needed to have a dumpster on site to have for place for the scrap.  Minton also mentioned that he has since listed the homes for sale in the Daily News.  
Simpson asked if Minton had a plan in writing.  Minton stated no, he’s waiting on Hunt Realty to get back with him for pricing.

Wilder asked if Minton had stressed the situation to them and explained that he needed this information for the meeting tonight.  Minton responded saying he did, but they kept telling him they would get back with him.  Minton also wanted to see about getting Jeff to come to the meeting tonight, but no one has contacted him back.
Deere asked Minton if he has any plan in writing to present.  Minton responded saying that’s what he’s been trying to get done.  Minton again said he went to talk to Tommy and Jeff after the last meeting and told them what he needed.  He asked the board if he could sell the mobile homes individually.
Deere made a motion to uphold the $9,900.00 per day fine.  Simpson seconded motion which passed unanimously.
Case 2015-4424 – 1777 Holly Dr #A – Owner: Kacee Enterprises LLC - Respondent: Emmanuel Iyiegbuniwe – Officer: Brad Schargorodski

Per day fines: $7,500.00 to date

Schargorodski read the boards motion from the previous month explained what Minton was asked to do.  As of today everything is the same.  Schargorodski also stated that he called Mr. Emmanuel and explained the seriousness of this situation.  

Mr. Emmanuel stepped to the podium and expressed his apologies for being out of town and the country during the last meeting.  He had been in contact with his maintenance worker, Peter Ryan, after the first citation was issued.  Mr. Emmanuel stated that Ryan had always done the work that was asked of him and this particular tenant will call once a week with a problem.   Mr. Emmanuel explained that it’s not that he’s trying to get out of doing the work, there have just been a lot of things happening with him to where he was unable to focus on this issue.
Simpson asked how many citations have been issued at this property.  Schargorodski stated three citations have been issued on this case.  Thomas pointed out that all the citations had been issued before Mr. Emmanuel said he was out of the country, with the exception of the third citation.
Dearbone asked Mr. Emmanuel who is in charge when he is out of the country.  Mr. Emmanuel stated that they don’t really have any maintenance person there at all times.  But, the tenants have his phone number if they need something taken care of.  

Pictures of the violations were presented again to show Mr. Emmanuel the extent of the issues going on inside the unit.

Napper also added that he had work previous cases at this property with the same type issues.  Just to show a little bit of history that this has been an ongoing problem for years.  Schargorodski read through some of Napper’s case notes.

Wilder made a motion to uphold the citation and adjust the fees. Adjust the citation and per day fees to $4,500.00 and extend the $150.00 per day fine until our next meeting.  If the home is in complete compliance then we will waive the $150.00 per day fees.  If the property is not incompliance then he will owe the total current per day fine at that time.

Broderick clarified that the citation fees had already been upheld so the focus needs to be on the per day fees.

The motion did not receive a second.

Thomas made a motion that the $1,520.25 citation fees are due and is not negotiable.  The $7,500.00 per day fine would be adjusted such that for 25 days instead of $300.00 per day it would be $150.00 per day which totals to $3,750.00.  From this day forward you have 28 days to complete the repairs, if that is not completed to Brad’s satisfaction there will be a per day fine of $150.00 times 28 days.  Dearbone seconded motion which passed 3-1.  

Deere abstain this vote.  
Case 2015-3569 – 452 Webb Dr – Owner: Charles Satterfield – Officer Brad Schargorodski

Per day fines: $7,500.00 to date

Schargorodski read the motion and vote from the previous meeting on this property and further explained that he made a phone call to Satterfield to extend an invitation to appear at this meeting.  Schargorodski was able to make contact with Mrs. Satterfield, so he expressed the severity of the situation.  She explained that Mr. Satterfield was advised by his attorney’s to leave the property as it is and let the city take care of it.  Schargorodski stated that as of today the property is still in violation.
Thomas asked if we have the ability to condemn this property.  Broderick offered to make contact with the city attorney Gene Harmon to start making steps to condemn the property and report that back at the next CENB meeting.  Broderick suggested to continue the per day fine until our next meeting.  

Thomas made a motion to continue the $300.00 per day fine for 28 days or until the next meeting.  Dearbone seconded motion which passed unanimously.
