· APPROVAL OF MINUTES

May 24, 2011 – Parrigin made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  Eichelberger seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.  
· COMMENTS / ANNOUNCEMENTS    
Chairman Rockhold announced that Dale Eichelberger was approved by the City Board of Commission to serve another 3 year term on the Code Enforcement Board.

Code Enforcement Coordinator Alex Colovos conducted a presentation to the board regarding the Repeat Offender Ordinance which goes into effect on 7/1/11.  Colovos explained the procedures and criteria regarding this new process.
· PARKING / ANIMAL CONTROL/SMOKING CITATIONS
Case 2011-1458 – Parking Ticket BG116666 – Respondent: Kathie Majors – Officer: Stephany Campbell
Citation amount: $25.00

Officer Campbell was present as well as the Respondent Kathie Majors.  Officer Campbell informed the board that she did write a parking ticket because of the vehicle being parked longer than the 2-hour parking limit requirement.
Respondent Kathie Majors explained to the board that she lives in Woodburn, KY and was unaware that there was a 2-hour parking limit in Downtown Bowling Green.  She presented photos of the parking space she was located in and indicated to the board that she never saw any signs posted explaining the amount of time allowed for parking.  

The board asked staff how many signs are posted downtown and where they are located because this is the third time that this issue has been present to the board.  Sexton said that she would follow-up on that information and give to Board Clerk Joiner for her to report back to them at the July monthly meeting.

After further discussion, Parrigin made the motion to uphold the citation and waive the fine.  Thomas seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.

Citation amount: $25.00
Officer Campbell was present. Teco Dickerson was not present.

Case 2011-1014 – 204 Old Morgantown Road – Respondent: Jeremy Dawson – Officer: Teddy Webb
Citation amount: $105.59
Officer Webb explained that this property was found to be in violation and a notice was sent to the property owner.  Upon follow-up inspection, the property was still not incompliance so a citiation was written and a work order was issued for the city contractor to mow the property as needed.  
Respondent was not present.

Parrigin made a motion to uphold the citation and fine as written.  Eichelberger seconded motion, which passed unanimously.

Case 2011-946 – 1300 Smallhouse Road – Respondent: Lucille Day – Officer: Teddy Webb

Citation amount: $130.59

Respondent was not present.

Officer Webb explained that this property was mailed a Notice of Violation and upon follow-up inspection a citation was written and a work order was issued for the city contractor to mow the property as needed.

Colovos reported that the Respondent was in the hospital while this issue was going on.  The family contacted the Code Enforcement Office once they found out about the violation and citation, however the city had already had the property mowed. 
Parrigin made a motion to uphold the citation and waive the fine.  Thomas seconded motion, which passed unanimously.

· OLD BUSINESS
Case 2010-4795 – 619 Covington St – Respondent: Carlton Osborne & Evalena Page - Code Official: Melissa Christerson

Citation amount: $105.54

Colovos stated that the property is currently incompliance.  The tenants that were inviolation have moved.  The property owners have indicated to Code Enforcement that they will be keeping the property zoned as single family residential and they will be providing that information in writing to the Codes Office.  
Thomas made a motion to uphold the citation and waive the fine.  Parrigin seconded motion, which passed unanimously. 

Case 2011-907 – 1408 Sunrise Dr. N – Respondent: Sead & Rusmina Hajdarevic – Code Official: Teddy Webb
Citation amount:  $105.59
Respondent was present.  Officer Webb said that currently the property is incompliance.  Thomas made a motion to waive and dismiss the citation and fine.  Eichelberger seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.
Case 2010-1466 – 1333 Scottsville Road – Respondent: William Davis & Keith Dietz – Code Official: David Herrman
Citation amount - $200.00
Officer Herrman informed the board that this is still an on-going case with the same operation at this location.  He has been waiting on an update from Mr. Dietz and requested that he be present at tonight’s meeting so that he can give the board an update.
Chairman Rockhold stated that the first time he appeared to the board was in January 2011.  Respondent Dietz informed the board that he has gotten in touch with the attorney working on this case in Washington, DC.  Therefore, he is waiting for action to be taken by this attorney.  Mr. Dietz provided staff with the attorney’s phone number so that City Attorney Harmon can make contact to find out what the current status is regarding this case with HUD.
After further discussion, it was determined that this issue will be tabled until the July 26, 2011 meeting so that an update can be presented to the board.  
A Motion was not required by the Board.

Case 2010-4773 – 1175 Vine St. – Respondent: Jack Miler – Code Official: Melissa  Christerson
Citation amount - $130.54
Respondent was not present.  Colovos reminded the board that the original recommendation brought before them was for demolition of the house.  The Respondent appealed to the board at that time for an opportunity to bring the property up to compliance, which the board granted.  Currently staff has not seen any improvements made to the property.  Respondent has failed to obtain the Licenses and Permits needed in order for him to do the work as needed.   Staff has made several attempts to talk with the Respondent but he will not return phone calls.  Progress inspections were to occur during this process to show his attempt to make corrections, but currently there hasn’t been any made.  In the meantime, there have been two mowing citations written on the property with the city having the property mowed as needed.  

After further discussion, Thomas made a motion to resend the decision to allow Mr. Miller 180 days to renovate the property, due to the fact that he has not secured the necessary permits and licenses to perform the work, and because there has not been any contact or response from him with city staff.  Thomas added to the motion to uphold the citation and fine and move forward with demolition of the structure on the property.  Parrigin seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.

Case 2010-4235 – 814 Steeplechase Way – Respondent: Susan & Greg Gibson – Code Official: Melissa Christerson
Citation amount - $130.54
The Respondents were not present.  Colovos informed the board that there has been some attempts for clean-up, but is not to satisfaction.  There is another hearing scheduled in Judge John Brown’s Court on Friday, July 1, 2011.  Also, Probate Court has moved forward with appointing an attorney has an administrator followed by evicting the tenants, which are the Gibson’s.  An auction company will clean up the property and then the property will be sold at auction.
Board Attorney Broderick stated that the lien’s that the city has on the property will need to be discussed during the July meeting.
