CASE #1
Case 2017-7525 – 1120 Old Barren River Rd – Owner: Rodgriguez Pablo & Monreal Ismerai

- Officer: Brad Schargorodski

Fees are all final order.

Schargorodski explained that this case was brought in front of the board at the April 2018 meeting where we requested a per day fine citation to be approved.  The board approved that request at that time.  Now the property is still in violation with no change so we are back requesting another per day fine citation.

Deere made a motion to implement a per day fine of $100.00 to run for a period of 60 days.  Thomas seconded motion which passed unanimously.

CASE #2
Case 2018-151 – 1151 Kentucky St – Owner: MYLES PROPERTIES LLC
- Officer: Brad Schargorodski

Fees are all final order.

Schargorodski explained that this case had been brought to the board in April of 2018 requesting the approval for per day fines on the property.  The board approved that request at that time. The property still remains in violation.  There was communication with the property owner, who said he would have some of the violations corrected, but did not follow through with the corrections.  There has also been one or more weed citations issued on the property due to overgrowth and a contractor was sent over to mow the property.  
Deere made a motion to implement a per day fine of $100.00 to run for a period of 60 days.  Thomas seconded motion which passed unanimously.

CASE #3
Case 2018-4672 – 1049 US 31 W Bypass – Owner: CSR BG INVESTMENTS LLC
- Officer: Brad Schargorodski

Fees are all final order.

Schargorodski stated there has been one citation issued on the property and final order has been sent.  This case is involving 4 temporary signs without required permits.   A Notice of Violation was sent along with a sign brochure.  When the property was found to still be in violation on the follow up inspection Schargorodski made contact with the owner, Chris Robertson.  Robertson had worked with David Herrman in the past with signage, so Schargorodski also spoke with Herrman.  Discussions between Herrman and Robertson had been at another property, not this location.  When Schargorodski spoke to Robertson again, he explained what he and Herrman had discussed.  Robertson was very argumentative and uncooperative.  It was explained again what he would need to do to bring the violations into compliance and after several more days and no compliance, a citation was issued.  
Per the sign ordinance we are requesting approval to implement a per day fine of $50.00 to run for 60 days if he does not bring the property into compliance.
Simpson made a motion to implement a per day fine of $50.00 to run for a period of 60 days.  Thomas seconded motion which passed unanimously.

After business was conducted Thomas made a motion to go into closed session.  Deere seconded motion which passed unanimously.
ADJOURNMENT 
After closed session and all business had been conducted, Simpson made a motion to adjourn at 5:30 PM.  Thomas seconded the motion which passed unanimously.  The next scheduled meeting of the CENB will be on Tuesday, September 25, 2018 at 5:00 PM in the City Hall Commission Chambers.
