CASE #1
Case 2019-8982 - Citation 2019-16873 – 2809 Nashville Rd - Owner: Scorpion Enterprises Inc – Respondent: Bryan Wade Traughber – Officer: James Heady
Citation Fees: $100.00
James Heady presented the case, explaining the violations to the board.  The property is in violation of the binding elements.  

· Inoperable vehicles
· Overgrown grass
· Parking in the grass
Bryan Traughber came to speak to the board and explained that the vehicles are not inoperable and there are still some construction material he has to do something with as well.  The two blazers have been promised to his grandson.  Traughber stated he is currently working on getting everything completed.  
Deere made a motion to uphold the citation and the fine in the amount of $100.00.  Simpson seconded motion which passed unanimously.
CASE #2
Case 2019-3454 - Citation 2019-16854 – 1586 Old Louisville Rd/1586 River St – Owner/Respondent: Tony Jones – Officer: James Heady
Citation Fees: $100.00

James Heady presented the case, explaining all of the ongoing problems that he has been trying to address since November 2018.

· Property not zoned for outdoor storage. 
· Accessory buildings and RV’s are not affixed to the ground.
· Parking in the grass
Heady mentioned that on several occasions, when he had been on the property he had seen individuals coming out of RV’s, raw sewage and other evidence that would lead you to believe the RV’s are being rented out to tenants.  This is how the complaint came about.   

Tony Jones then came to the podium to address the board.  He produced pictures showing the property as a whole, not just the violations.  He shared that he did allow one person to stay in one of the RV’s for around 2 weeks, but then told her that her time was up and she needed to move on.  Outside of that instance, Jones provided pictures of the other campers showing they are empty.  Jones said everything is parked on paved or gravel surface.  Jones further explained that he has removed quite a bit from the property and is still working on removing items from the property.  He is selling items and moving things out as he can.  Jones made comments on when and how the citation had been left with individuals on the property, but they had never personally been given to Jones.  

Jones mentioned that he has the property sold to Parrish but the liens are holding the sale up.  

After more discussion, the board decided to give Jones more time to work the sale and clean up of the property.  

Thomas made a motion to table this citation until the February 25, 2020 meeting.  Dearbone seconded motion, which passed unanimously.

CASE #3
Case 2020-44 – Citation 2020-357 – 1054 Old Barren River Rd – Owner: ME Holdings LLC - Respondent: Malcolm Cherry – Officer: Nick Lawhon
Citation Fees: $2,000.00

Nick Lawhon came to speak to the board about the violations that have been a problem on this property for a number of years.

· Obstructions of storm water and drainage facilities. 
· Unpermitted fill site being operated at location.
· No erosion prevention or sediment control measures in place.
Malcolm Cherry came to the podium and explained that they now have all the required permits and are near to completing the work.  They are at the mercy of the contractors and he feels confident that they can fully complete the job by the end of April.
Deere mad a motion to table the citation and fees of $2,000 until the April 28, 2020 meeting.  Eggleton seconded motion which passed unanimously.

CASE #4
Case 2019-8739 - Citation 2019-16328.4 – 1628 Sunrise Dr S - Owner: Jerry & Brenda Smith – Respondent: Tina Smith-Cohron – Officer: Moe Hillard
Citation Fees: $204.00
Moe Hillard explained that over the last two years there have been 9 cases on this property. This property is in pretty bad shape. 

· Inoperable motor vehicles
· Accumulation of construction/demolition debris
· Exterior use or storage of indoor furniture
· Tire/tires stored outdoors
· Accumulation of rubbish/garbage outdoors on the property
· Scattered garbage
Tina Smith-Cohron was present to represent the property owners.  She presented the board with her copy of the land sales contract between her parents and the tenants at this property.  The tenants are responsible for all the upkeep as well as any fees that are accumulated on the property.  They have also paid 10 years on their 20 year contract.

Thomas made a motion to uphold the citation and the fine in the amount of $204.00.  Dearbone seconded motion which passed unanimously.

CASE #5
Case 2019-6590 - Citation 2019-12099.6 – 2540 Nashville Rd - Owner: Robert & Gloria Thomas – Respondent: Gloria Thomas – Officer: Brad Schargorodski
Citation Fees: $404.00

Schargorodski updated the board on the progress that had been made.  Citizen complaints still come in on this property.  The building permits have been picked up, and a payment has been made on the outstanding fees.  There are still several violations on the property.

Gloria and Mary Thomas came forward to address the board.  Thomas repeated most of what Schargorodski mentioned about the progress of clean-up.
After some discussion, Dearbone made a motion to uphold the citation and waive the fine in the amount of $404.00.  Thomas seconded motion which passed unanimously.

CASE #6
Case 2019-5469 – 721 McElroy Way - Officer: Brad Schargorodski 
Per Day Fine Request
Brad Schargorodski presented this case to the board explaining the violations.  He has been working his case since June 2019.  Schargorodski explained that three citations have been issued up to this point and no contact has been able to be made with the owner yet.  There have been door hangers and multiple attempts made, even with someone who came out of the residence.  That individual said they were only cleaning the house.
· Inadequate protective treatment on multiple exterior surfaces (significant peeling/flaking/chipping paint)
· Roof drains, gutters, downspouts in disrepair
· Duty of maintenance of private property due to ongoing code violations for a period of several years, including previous fine/citation
· Accumulation of junk/scrap outdoors on the property
· Accumulation of rubbish/garbage outdoors on the property
Thomas made a motion to implement a per day fine citation in the amount of $100.00 to run for a period of 60 days.  Dearbone seconded motion which passed unanimously.
