CASE #1
Case 2020-4147 – Citation 2021-5978 - 932 US 31W BY Pass – Owner: Thirty One W (31W) Properties LLC – Respondent: Kevin Goff - Officer: James Heady

Citation Fine: $100 Per Day Fine

Heady came to the podium and explained the violations as well as the length of time this case has been opened.  This was received as a complaint for a gravel parking lot.  Communications had been made from August of 2019 through July 2021.  No efforts to bring this violation into compliance have been made.  Permits are required for the work.
Mark Alcott spoke on behalf of the owner who explained that this was not the intention of the property.  Once the current owner decided to purchase the property next door to his, the structure was demolished and gravel was placed to avoid erosion control.  
Naturally, people parked on it because of the gravel placed and that was not the intention of the owner.  Alcott explained that the owner would like a minimum 90 extension to get the property back into compliance.  The plan is to pave the graveled area. 

Deere made a motion to uphold the citation and fine.  LaPointe seconded motion which passed unanimously.
CASE #2
Case 2020-2720 – Citation 2020-6535.9 - 4662 Russellville Rd Lot 2-2 – Owner: Vita Nova LLC Nermin Omanovic – Officer: Courtenay Howell

Citation Fine: $4,000.00

Courtenay Howell explained the violations and communication in great detail to the board.  Howell stressed the lack of communication from all involved in regards to this property.  That would be the owner as well as the hired contractors.   Howell had successfully explained to the owner what would need to be completed in order to correct the violations.  Several times all parties, involved were contacted and kept informed as to what was needed in order to bring the property into compliance.  Howell repeatedly tried to get the owner to appeal his citations in attempts to get the violations corrected.
Tad Pardue, attorney for the property owner, addressed the board.  He asked Howell a series of questions related to the case.  Pardue had concerns that the owner, Nermin Omanovic, did not understand what he was to do in order to bring the property into compliance.  

Thad Lucas, civil engineer for the property owner, came to the podium to answer some questions.  Lucas acknowledged that they did drop the ball when it came to communicating back with the Public Works office, due to being busy, working other jobs and missing e-mails.  Then Nermin Omanovic came to the podium to answer questions.  

Matt Powell, Howell’s supervisor, also came to the podium to clarify further what needed to be corrected in order to gain compliance.  

A permit will need to be sent to the City and approved before work can be started.  

Eggleton made a motion to table the citation and fine until the September 2021 CENB meeting.  Dearbone seconded motion which passed 3-2.
