· CALL TO ORDER


The meeting was called to order at 5:02 pm
· ROLL CALL


Present:  Alice Rockhold ; Lyle Parrigin ; Jerry Wilder ; Mark Boling. Absent – Roger LaPointe
· APPROVAL OF MINUTES

July 24, 2007 – A motion was made by Rockhold to approve minutes as submitted.  Parrigin seconded 
the motion.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
· PARKING CITATIONS
BG 100933 – issued by Edwin Adams – Respondent Alberta Smith

Citation was confirmed by issuer.  Respondent stated that she had gone into the store to pick up an item that was waiting for her.  She has a handicapped parking permit but could not find an available handicapped parking space.  She is concerned about the lack of and location of the handicapped parking spaces at this location.  Building Official staff stated that they will look into the handicapped parking matter.
Wilder made a motion to  uphold the citation and dismiss the fine.  Rockhold seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.

· HEARING AGENDA

CDEF2007-4776 – 814 Steeplechase Way – issued by Tim Butts– respondent Greg Gibson – 
Guardian for Virginia Dallas -  (Matt Baker legal counsel) -   The citation was confirmed by the issuer 
as a third offense citation.  Butts stated that this was a citizen driven complaint and not a result of a target 
area inspection or roaming area inspection.  He observed several items of bagged debris scattered on the 
property as well as piled up on the front porch.  Citation was sent to property owner but was returned 
unclaimed.  Property was posted. He went thru pictures that were taken the day of initial inspection as 
well as follow up inspections.

Baker questioned Butts in reference to the areas in which he has jurisdiction.  Mr. Baker began 
showing 
pictures & asking questions about some other areas within the City.  He asked that several pictures be 
presented into the record    They were entered into the record avwol.  He also asked about some of the 
specific property maintenance language which was used in the citation.  There were questions regarding 
prior violations at this address.   


Colovos showed and explained a history of this property in reference to compliance and non-
compliance of previous violations.


Alberta Smith, John Sephoal,  and Kenneth Whitfield gave testimony and comments about the 
condition of the property.


Wilder made a motion to uphold the citation and fine as issued.  Rockhold seconded the motion to pass.   
Motion passed by unanimous vote.
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CDEF2007-4125 – 456 Glen Lily Road – issued by Tad Douglas – respondent


Kevin or Lean Chapman – Inspector stated that this property is in compliance.  The city did incur costs 
of $116.25 for covering up the exposed sewer line.  Rockhold made a motion to uphold the citation but 
waive the fine with the respondents understanding that they are to reimburse the city for the $116.25.  
Parrigin seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.  Respondents stated that they 
understood their financial obligation for that amount.

CDEF2007 – 4006 – 665 Eleventh Avenue East – issued by Tad Douglas – respondent – Stan Hodges


The citation was confirmed by inspector and that this was the result of a target area inspection..  
Respondent stated that this is a piece of property belonging to his father and it currently is in probate court 
in Barren County.  It was in the process of being renovated when the property owner fell ill.  There is a 
question as to who legally owns the property at this time.  Respondent to appear at the October 23, 2007 
meeting with a copy of the probated will.

CDEF2007 – 1859 – 707 Cabell Drive – issued by Tad Douglas – respondent – Joe Wurth – 


This is a continuance hearing of a previously issued citation
.  Douglas stated that there have been 
additional corrections made to the property but it is still considered to be in violation.  Respondent stated 
that he is doing the work himself and needed additional time.  Rockhold made a motion to  extend 
compliance time to the November 27, 2007 CEB meeting.  Parrigin seconded the motion to pass.   Motion 
passed by unanimous vote.

            CDEF2007-6051 – 708 Tenth Street East – issued by Tad Douglas 


Douglas stated that when this fine was issued, it coincided with the time that the property was changing 
hands.  Rockhold made a motion to dismiss the citation and associated fine.  Parrigin seconded the 
motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
 

            CDEF2007-2979 – 1305 Kenton Street – issued by Tad Douglas 


Douglas stated that this was a third offense citation.  Conversations with the violator and the fact that he 
was in the process of selling the residence he was under the impression that he had more time for 
compliance than he actually did.  A request was made by Douglas to remove the last fine of $300. 
Property is now in possession of a different owner.    This amount has been paid as it had to be paid in 
order for property to transfer.   Parrigin made a motion to remove the requested fine amount.  Rockhold 
seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
            CDEF2007-6477 – 108 Thirteenth Avenue East – present by Colovos


This is a citation that was written on a property that has to be condemned.  The tenant was evicted due to 
unsanitary and hoarding living conditions.  The property owner requested that the City condemn the 
property in order for him to get in there and correct the multiple violations that were made by the actions 
of the tenant.  In order to condemn a property,  a citation has to be issued.  Colovos is requesting to waive 
associated fees for this record due to property owner requesting the circumstances of this situation.  
Wilder made a motion to  rescind the citation & fine associated with this record.  Rockhold seconded the 
motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
            CDEF2007-3786 – 406 Pearl Street – presented by Clerk

Clerk reported that this property changed hands with outstanding fees still on record for it that were 
uncollected.  Amount is $980.88.  
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CDEF2005-2575 – 510 Tenth Street West – presented by Clerk  


Clerk stated that this is a request from our Legal Department as there were fees collected except for the 
lien release fees.   There is a building permit being held due to uncollectible fees on this record.  Liens 
have been paid on the record and with the remaining amount being waived,  the Legal Department will 
work on getting the liens released.  There is a $52 balance on this record.
            CDEF2007-258   – 209 Twelfth Avenue West – presented by Clerk

A request from our Legal department to remove the remaining balance of this record of $82.50 due to an 
incorrect pay off amount being given to the property owner.

All three cases above were taken as one motion.  Rockhold made a motion to  remove the associated fines 
from the three previous records.  Parrigin seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous 
vote.
