Case 2013-800 – 1223 Indianola St – Owner: Richard & Susan Jones – Code Enforcement Officer: James Napper

James Napper explained that a complaint was received for Rats in the area of this property which lead to viewing the violations on this property.  There is a lot of chipping/flaking paint, rotting wood, exposed wood, boarded up windows, etc.  I have been making contact with the representative of the property, but at this point a total of five citations have been issued.  Two were under the Repeat Offender Ordinance.  Napper has been in phone contact with Jones during the duration of this case.  Richard Jones came by the office on February 7th, which was the last time Napper had contact with him.  
Jones approached the podium and stated that they are going to work on getting a loan to fix all the issues.  Not just what Code Enforcement has pointed out, but they want to fix it right.  The property has just been maintained up to this point and Jones feels that this is going to be the best course of action for them.  They will have to go to the bank to try and get a loan for about $140,000 to make all renovations.  The only other option is to demolish the structures.  The problem with that is we could only then build a duplex on the property.  This will cost about the same amount of money, but will not bring in as much income as what is currently there.  Luke Williams, the son in-law of Richard Jones, came and said the fire marshal made an inspection of the structures.  They said all the smoke detectors were in good working shape and they could not see any immediate danger.  Williams asked what items need to be addressed now.  Napper said they need to work off of the Notice of Violations/Citations that have been issued.  All those items will need to be corrected.
After some brief discussion the Board came to a decision.
Williams will be allowed to come back to the Board as the Representative of the owner due to Jones living out of town.

Deere made a motion to give Jones and Williams until March 25, 2014 to get the financing in place for remodeling the structures and all interior violations need to be corrected.  Wilder seconded motion which passed unanimously.
· OLD BUSINESS

Case 2013-3416 – 605 Woodford Ave – Owner: Tommy Craft – Code Enforcement Officer: James Napper

James Napper explained that he and Teddy Webb went by the property for a follow up inspection.  All the electrical violations has been remedied and there was one item left to be fixed from the citation that was issued.  During the inspection with Webb, other new violations were found and the last item from the original citation has been added to that list.  Tommy Craft was hand delivered a new Notice of Violation at the CEB meeting.  Napper asked that the Condemnation be lifted so Craft could finish the work. 
Craft said he would have all the new violations corrected in 30 days.

Wilder made a motion dismiss the Per Day fine in the amount of $300.00 each day until February 25, 2014.  Thomas seconded motion which passed unanimously.

Tim Butts went by the property to see if all the violations had been corrected and they have not, but work has been started.  Some of the log has been cut up.

Joshua Smith stated that he would have the work completed in two weeks.

Deere made a motion to give Smith until March 25, 2014 to remove the tree from the 

property and at that time, the citation and fine will be decided on.  Wilder seconded motion which passed unanimously.
