· PARKING CITATION

CASE #1
Citation BG 121699 – Location: 1408 Kenton St – Respondent: Taylor Arnold – Officer: Evan Scharlow

Citation Fees: $50.00

No representative was present.  The citation and fees stand as written.
CASE #2
Citation BG 123577 – Location: Elm St/Main Ave E – Respondent: Josie Wiseman – Officer: Armin Miropija
Citation Fees: $25.00 

Officer Miropija explained that there was a vehicle completely parked on the yellow curb at this location.  So he issued a citation.

Josie Wiseman came to the podium and stated to the board that there is very little street parking at this location.  There are some spots available in the back of the home, but the landlord will not allow the tenants to park there because they need access to the garages in the back.  She explained that after speaking with Tabitha, she checked on some parking spaces in a lot down from where she lives.  Those are not available to rent.  Her roommates have lived at this location for a few years and told her it would be ok for her to park in the yellow on the street.  She received two citations within 24 hours.  Wiseman also made the comment that she has pictures of other vehicles on the street that were parked illegally, but do not have tickets.
Joiner added that Public Works is looking into removing some of the yellow paint, but this is only going to free up one parking spot and depending on how someone will parks their vehicle, will determine whether you can get one or two vehicles in that space.

Wilder asked why the landlord does not have to provide parking for their tenants.  Joiner responded saying due to this being an existing structure, the owner does not have to provide parking for their tenants.  That would only come into play if it were new construction.
Wilder made a motion to uphold the citation and waive the fines.  Dearbone seconded motion which passed 3-2.

Citation BG 123586 – Location: 902 Main Ave E – Respondent: Josie Wiseman – Officer: Sawyer Spainhoward

Citation Fees: $25.00 

Wilder made a motion to uphold the citation and waive the fines.  Dearbone seconded motion which passed 3-2.  

This motion was made for both parking citations for Josie Wiseman.  BG 123577 & BG 123586.
CASE #4
Citation BG 123581 – Location: 731 10th Ave E – Respondent: John Rice – Officer: Armin Miropija

Citation Fees: $25.00 

Officer Miropija explained to the board that this vehicle was parked in the opposite direction on the street so a citation was issued.

John Rice came to the podium and explained that there had been a lot of road construction going on at that location.  So much so that it has made it very difficult to pull out of his driveway from time to time.  In this instance, he had just taken his son to school, went inside to get ready to go to the gym, which took approximately 30 minutes, then when he came back out to his vehicle he had the citation.  He further explained that it was easier for him to park this way than even pulling out of his driveway due to the heavy construction.  This was the only time he has parked like this.

Thomas made a motion to uphold the citation and waive the fine.  Simpson seconded motion which passed unanimously.  Deere abstained.

Citation BG 123796 – Location: Elm St/Main Ave E – Respondent: Wyatt Osbourn – Officer: Armin Miropija

Citation Fees: $25.00 

Miropija explained to the board that this vehicle was fully parked in the yellow so a citation was issued.

Dearbone made a motion to uphold the citation and waive the fine.  Thomas seconded motion which passed 3-2.

CASE #6
Case 2017-8841 – Citation 2017-10463.2 – Location: 1370 Stubbins St – Owner: Joseph Benjamin Harrison, C/O Derek Harrison - Respondent: Craig Harrison – Officer: Brad Schargorodski

Citation Fees: $803.81

Schargorodski gave a brief update to the board since this property has had little to no change to it.  This case has been open 104 days.
· Dangerous building: vacant structure with broken/boarded windows, extensive rotting wood/peeling paint

· Vacant structure not maintained in good repair

· Fence on the property not maintained in good repair or structurally sound

· Multiple broken/boarded/missing windows

· Areas of peeling/flaking/chipping paint, holes in exterior walls and rotting wood

· Roof did not appear to be maintained in good repair, sound, tight, etc

· A lack of duty of maintenance of private property

· Dilapidated structure(s)
Craig Harrison came and spoke to the board, explaining that he has inquired about selling the properties and met with two real state companies to see if there would be any interest in selling them.  He further explained what work he has completed.  Two siding contractors have been contacted to request quotes from as well.
Teresa Harrison came to the podium.  She stated that Craig Harrison has worked 70 hours over the last week as well as working on the homes.  They would like to re-build them to have more income for their family.  
James Napper mentioned that if a contract to sell is obtained, Code Enforcement is willing to work with Harrison to alleviate future fines.  Code Enforcements goal is safety and at this point, the exterior truly needs to be addressed.   Napper further explained that Code Enforcement wants to work with Harrison and get compliance.  Whoever purchases this house will have the same violations to correct if it is sold.  Napper said that it would be good to meet with Harrison so the details can be further discussed about what needs to happen with the properties.  
After some discussion by the board Deere made a motion to uphold the citation and waive the fine in the amount of $803.81 and to have the home under contract to sell in the next 30 days and to work with our Code Enforcement officers on this properties.  Dearbone seconded motion which passed unanimously.

Case 2017-8835 – Citation 2017-10455.2 – Location: 1247 Stubbins St – Owner: Joseph Benjamin Harrison, c/o Derek Harrison – Respondent: Craig Harrison – Officer: Brad Schargorodski

Citation Fees: $803.81

Deere made a motion to uphold the citation and waive the fine in the amount of $803.81 and to have the home under contract to sell in the next 30 days and to work with our Code Enforcement officers on this properties.  Dearbone seconded motion which passed unanimously.
