· APPROVAL OF MINUTES

September 25, 2012- Eichelberger made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  Wilder seconded motion which passed unanimously.  Simpson & Thomas abstained their votes.

· HEARING AGENDA
PARKING / ANIMAL CONTROL/SMOKING CITATIONS
Case 2012-2668 – Parking Ticket BG 120673 – Respondent: Fred Games – Officer: Tyler Norris
Citation amount: $25.00 

Officer Norris explained that he was on 935 College St and issued a parking ticket for overtime parking.  
Games explained that he went out and moved his vehicle before the two hour parking time limit was up.  He moved about three spaces up, but was still issued a ticket.
Wilder made a motion to uphold the citation and waive the fine.  Simpson seconded motion which passed unanimously.
ANIMAL CONTROL

Case 2012-2567 – Animal Control AC 000852 – Respondent: Lelies Juarez – Officer: Bill Gruszczyk
Citation amount: $75.00 
Gruszczyk stated that he arrived at the property and witnessed two puppies running loose.  The day prior to the citation being issued, the other Animal Control Officer, Roxie Ross had been by to give a warning.  

We had Leyda Becker at the CEB meeting to interpret for Juarez.
Juarez stated that she has never had animals in the city limits, so she didn’t know what the rules were.  When Gruszczyk arrived, Juarez said she could not understand a lot of what he was saying.  Juarez stated there are other animals that run loose in the park, so she thought it was ok to let her puppies run loose.  

Gruszczyk explained that the puppies cannot be licensed until their vaccinations are complete and they are not of age to complete this.  He also feels like she understands what all she needs to do now.  

Wilder made a motion to uphold the citation and waive the fine.  Thomas seconded motion which passed unanimously.  
CODE ENFORCEMENT

Case 2012-556 – 519 Main Ave W – Respondent: Rev. Earl Jackson/David Thomas – Owner: New Bethel Baptist Church - Code Enforcement Officer: Melissa Christerson
Citation amount: $505.75
Webb explained that David Thomas was planning on being present at the meeting tonight, but called a couple hours ago to let us know he is very sick and contagious and could not attend the CEB meeting.  He explained to Webb what their plans were with the property, which he relayed to the CEB.  They have received some donations and are going to start repairing the windows, light fixtures have been donated as well as some electrical items.  They have an electrical contractor lined up to do the work.  All work is to begin on November 5th, 2012.  Webb relayed for Thomas that he would appreciate the CEB allowing them to come in to speak to the CEB at the November meeting & at that time an update will be available on what is going on with the property.
After some discussion the CEB agreed to re-visit this case at the November 27th, 2012 meeting.  The board just asked if we would make phone contact as well as Notice to Appear letters for that meeting.

Case 2012-1915 – 1033 US 31W ByPass – Owner: Theodore Walton - Code Enforcement Officer: Melissa Christerson
Citation amount: $105.75
Christerson explained this was a complaint that there was not a business sign, customers parking in other business parking lots.  Christerson stopped and talked with the business owner, Jackie Wagoner, and found out at the time he did not have a business license.  He has since obtained that, but is still in violation of multiple Planning & Zoning ordinances.  

Walton came to the podium and stated that he is evicting the tenant, and showed documentation that this was being done.  Broderick looked over the document and verified that it is a legal eviction.  The court date was set for Friday 10/26/12.
No motion needed since there is a court date pending to evict the tenant.  This will be heard again at the November 27, 2012 meeting.
Case 2012-3021 – 303 Leslie Ave – Respondent/Owner: Edwin Parker –Code Enforcement Officer: Melissa Christerson
Citation amount: $305.75

Christerson explained that this was a complaint for debris in the yard.  When Christerson made the first inspection there was exterior stair case and decks just setting outside in the yard.  There is also an accessory building that has some broken windows & exterior damage in general.  There is also a privacy fence present that has missing boards and chipping flaking paint.  Before the citation was issued, Christerson met the owner at the property to go over the violations, but when nothing was corrected, the citation was issued.
Parker came to the podium and explained that he has been having some drainage problems on this property ever since he has owned it.  And he is planning on using all the decks and stair cases that are on the property.  He says he has never received a citation from us in the mail.  The decks are going to be used on this property.  Parker stated he wants time to assess the situation and do the work correctly on his time frame.  
Thomas made a motion to uphold the citation and fine and to give Parker until January 22, 2013 to get the property assessed and cleaned up.  Wilder seconded motion which passed unanimously.
