Case 2011-108 – 718 State St – Respondent: David Lanphear – Code Enforcement Officer: Melissa Christerson

Citation amount: 130.60
Christerson explained that this was a Roaming inspection.  The violations were a large piece of pressed wood and a glass door leaning against the house as well as multiple missing shingle sections on the roof.  A notice of violation was sent, which did not come back in the mail.  When there was no response from the property owner, Christerson went back for her follow up and the violations were still present.  A citation was issued at that time.  When Christerson went back before the CEB meeting, the pressed wood and door are gone and the roof is being re-shingled.  
Lanphear received the citation off of the property and that is when he responded to the violations.  He is hoping to have the work completed at the end of the week
Thomas made a motion to uphold the citation and suspend the fine until the April 24, 2012 CEB meeting.  Wilder seconded the motion which passed unanimously. 

Case 2011-368 – 639 8th Ave E – Respondent: William Walker – Code Enforcement Officer: Melissa Christerson
Citation amount: $55.59
Christerson stated this was a complaint that came through on limbs at the back of the property.  The respondent is incarcerated and as of today the work has not been completed.  Our next step with this is to issue a work order to have the property cleaned up.
The owner was not present at the CEB meeting.
