Citation amount: $255.75
Christerson explained that this was a complaint from a citizen and the complaint was about parking in the yard and over occupancy.  Christerson went to the home on 7/18/12 & spoke to a renter, JW Hampton.  Hampton told Christerson at this time there are only two tenants residing at the property. Christerson also explained about the home being a single family residence.

Later that day after Christerson had spoken to Crye Leike (Debra Smith), she called the tenant, JW back.  JW then confessed that all four people listed on their lease were all living in the home.

The son of the owners was there to respond for them.  Osborne stated that Crye Leike and the owners are all under the impression that there are only two students living in the home.  The co-signers on the lease are there strictly for financial reasons.  
Rockhold made the motion to have the owners and a representative from Crye Leike come back in front of the CEB at the September 25, 2012 meeting.  Rockhold also stated that an inspection will need to be conducted through Crye Leike and a new lease submitted with the actual tenants that are residing at this residence.  Rockhold also stated that we need to see the leases or proof that the other tenants listed on this current lease are residing somewhere else and not at the 619 Covington St.  The citation and fine will be tabled until the September 25, 2012 meeting.
