The meeting was called to order at 5:0 pm

· ROLL CALL

· APPROVAL OF MINUTES

February 26, 2008- Rockhold made a motion to approve the minutes as submitted 
with two corrections as noted and recorded in the minutes.  LaPointe seconded the 
motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote with Wilder abstaining.
· PARKING CITATIONS
BG105671 – issued by Cadets Bennett & Cadett York – respondent Chastity Aull

Respondent failed to show.  Citation to stand as issued.  
BG 96291 – issued by Edwin Phelps – Respondent Fred Walker.   Citation was confirmed.  Respondent stated that there is “loading zone” written in the fire lane and he was advised to load his materials there.  Rockhold made a motion to  dismiss the citation and associated fine.  LaPointe seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.  Clerk will follow up with Fire Inspector to see if that area is compliant.

CDEF2007-7799 – 531 Woodford Avenue – issued by Tad Douglas – respondent 
John Tutino – respondent failed to appear.  

CDEF2007 – 7528 – 1425 Stubbins Street – issued by Tad Douglas – respondent 
Darlene Meredith – respondent failed to appear.  Douglas requested for approval 
to begin demolition proceedings.  Wilder made a motion to begin with intent to 
demolish.  Parrigin seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by 
unanimous vote.

CDEF2007 – 6140 – 416 Warren Way – issued by Tad Douglas – respondent Don
Minton – Douglas stated that permits have been pulled and some work has been 
complete.  Minton stated that he is currently working on the project and will 
continue to work on it.  Wilder made a motion to extend compliance time to 
April 22, 2008 or incur a $150 per day fine thereafter until the property is in 
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compliance.  Parrigin seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
CDEF2007 – 2008 – 2344 Russellville Road – issued by David Herrman – respondent Don Minton – Citation was confirmed and property is still not in compliance other than some clean up of yard waste and a vehicle being removed.  Boling made a motion to issue a first citation on this property.  Parrigin seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
After further discussion,  Rockhold made a motion to  extend exterior compliance time to June 24, 2008 meeting and if not in compliance to begin with intent to demolish.  LaPointe seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by majority vote with Wilder voting no. 
CDEF2007-3188 – 16 Tenth Avenue West – issued by Tad Douglas – respondent Robert Kohl’s American Warehouse Services – Citation was confirmed and Douglas stated that some corrective action is taking place.  
Respondent advised that a contract was signed on March 11, 2008 and work began on the March 12, 2008.

Wilder made a motion to waive associated fines with this citation and postpone completion of the project until April 22, 2008.  Parrigin seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.

CDEF2007 – 6764 – 1521 Magnolia Avenue – issued by Tad Douglas – respondent Vicky Bryant – postponed to the April 22, 2008 meeting.
CDEF2007 – 3242 – 327 Seventh Avenue East – issued by Tad Douglas – respondent Tommy Kelly – Respondent failed to appear.  Proceed with intent to demolish.

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CDEF2007 – 8141 – 601 Chestnut Street – presented by Alex Colovos – Colovos reported that this property is still not in complete compliance.  Request postponement of the third citation until the April 22, 2008 CEB meeting.  Parrigin extended 

compliance time to that date.  LaPointe seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
· NEW BUSINESS

CDEF2007 – 6093 – 3216 Barnwood Avenue –presented by Colovos – Colovos is requesting that the per day fine be reduced to be effective the day that work began to bring the property into compliance.  Wilder made a motion made to reduce costs by $6075.00 bringing the total owed to $2700.00.  Rockhold seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by majority vote with Parrigin and Boling voting no.
CDEF2007 – 5471 – 1294 Clay Street – presented by Colovos – Colovos reported that this is a problem property and is requesting to begin with demolition proceedings.  Parrigin made a motion to start the intent to demolish paperwork.  LaPointe seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
CDEF2008 – 5 – 2636 Russellville Road – presented by Tad Douglas – Administrative request for removal of the $75 fine associated with this record.  Property is demolished.  Rockhold made a motion to  rescind associated fines with this record.  Parrigin seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
CDEF2006-1525 – 1204 Vine Street – presented by Clerk – Request to dismiss associated fines on this record as uncollectible due to property owner change.  LaPointe made a motion to dismiss all fines associated with this record.  Rockhold seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
CDEF2007-7322 – 829 Stanley Court – presented by Tad Douglas – Douglas stated that currently there are $570 in fines to date on this property with very little if any compliance being sought for the violations. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Contractor was not able to get in there due to weather conditions until after a citation was issued.  Douglas is requesting to remove the associated fine for this record. Wilder made a motion to  rescind associated fines with this record.  Boling seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by majority vote with LaPointe and Rockhold voting no.
