Thomas asked if Jackson had received a list from a contractor, on the interior work that will need to be completed for the home to be rented?  Jackson said no he had not received that from David Thomas yet.  Jackson stated that they have had workers at the property about eight days from the last meeting date.
Thomas made a motion to keep a hold on the citation fee and per day fine fee until the May 28, 2013 CEB meeting.  All exterior work will need to be completed by that date.  Rockhold seconded motion which passed unanimously.
