Case 2015-4829 – Citation 2016-3719 – 103 Old Morgantown Rd – Owner: Registry At Western Kentucky LLC – Respondent: Erich Rosado – Officer: Brad Schargorodski

Citation fees: $153.77
Schargorodski went over the violations for this property.  Code Enforcement, Building Division, Fire Dept. and a Structural engineers were involved in the inspections.  The structural engineer determined that the balconies did not pose an immediate danger of collapsing or failure therefore a Notice of Violation was sent.
