· CALL TO ORDER

· ROLL CALL – Dale Eichelberger,  Alice Rockhold,  Roger LaPointe,  Jerry Wilder,  Lyle Parrigan
· APPROVAL OF MINUTES


September 22, 2009 – Rockhold made a motion to approve the minutes as submitted.  Eichelberger seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
· PARKING / ANIMAL CONTROL CITATIONS

BG 111716 – Benjamin Brewster – issued by Cadet # 724 – citation amount $20 – Citation was confirmed.  Respondent stated that he was not aware of the regulations for the violation he was cited for.  Wilder made a motion to uphold the citation and fine.  LaPointe seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote. (Internal reference of CDEF2009 – 7961)

AC 414 – Alen Miklica – issued by # 750  (Bill Gruszczyk) – citation amount $450 – The citation was confirmed.  Gruszczyk stated that he had been to the residence on a few prior occasions for the three dogs not being 
confined on the property and accessing street traffic.  Gruszczyk stated he had spoken before with who he believed to be the respondents spouse.  He also stated that he has not had any calls since the issuance of this citation. 

Respondent stated that only one of the dogs were his.  He stated that the other two were dogs that his children were feeding and playing with that had wandered onto his property.  He further stated that these two dogs are now gone.


Wilder made a motion to  uphold a partial fine of $150.00 for the violations for the one dog the respondent claimed was his.  Eichelberger seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.  (Internal reference of CDEF2009 – 7601)

AC 416 – Michael Moore – issued by # 750  (Bill Gruszczyk) – citation amount $450 – 
Respondent failed to appear.  Citation to stand as issued.   (Internal reference of CDEF2009 –7455)
· HEARING AGENDA

CDEF2009 – 7257 – Lillian White – 1215 Henry Drive – issued by Tad Douglas – citation amount $100


Respondent was represented by Deidra Bowen.  Citation was confirmed by Douglas as a result of an adjacent property inspection on September 14, 2009.  He indicated that the property is in compliance as of this date and that the vegetation was in violation of the sight triangle specifications in the Zoning ordinance.  He sent a Notice of Violation and upon re-inspection on September 29, 2009 issued a citation as the violation had not been remedied.  

Colovos stated that the respondent came to his office between the issuance of the Notice of Violation and the issuance of the citation where he answered her questions and explained some of the specifics of the violation.  He then had Douglas go out there and re-verify the measurements and confirm the issuance of the violation notice.  

Representative for the respondent,  Deidra Bowen,  stated that she personally had gone and trimmed the vegetation herself.  She produced pictures of markings she made showing how far she had cut back.


There was discussion about the right of way and how those are determined.  After discussion Rockhold made a motion to  
uphold the citation and dismiss the associated fine.  LaPointe seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by majority vote with Wilder voting no.

CDEF2009 – 5228 – Charles Shome – 1183 Kentucky Street – comment by Clerk
  Citation amount - $75.00


Clerk stated that at the August 25, 2009 CEB meeting,  an extension of compliance time 
was given and approved, but no decision was 
made on the status of the fee.  The case was 
presented again at the September 22, 2009 meeting and the Board was updated that 
the property was in compliance.  There was not a vote taken at that time on the disposition of the citation and fine.  

Clerk stated that a review of the August and September 2009 meetings showed that while 
the compliance extension was granted earlier,  it did not stipulate the upholding or dismissal of the citation and fine.


Parrigin made a motion to uphold the citation but dismiss the associated fine.  Rockhold seconded the motion to pass.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Citation amount - $125.00


Christerson stated that the property was now in compliance.  Rockhold made a motion to uphold the citation but dismiss the associated fine.  Wilder seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Clerk stated that this property was listed as part of a bankruptcy petition and protection by the property owner.  Request to dismiss citation and associated fine as uncollectible,  
LaPointe made a motion to dismiss the citation and associated fine.  Eichelberger seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.

· COMMENTS / ANNOUNCEMENTS     


Code Coordinator Alex Colovos presented the Board with some administrative procedures that his office will be following in reference to previous and subsequent rulings of a per day fine accrual on properties.  These came as a result of property at 2516 Edgehill Place which is associated with record CDEF2008 – 2895 (Thomas and Martha Butts).  In conjunction with the City of Bowling Green legal department,  the following is a summary of the actions that will be taken on current and future cases with per day accruals.
· Monthly, Code staff will verify the property owner information prior to each months Code Board meeting as well as checking for bankruptcy protection petitions thru the County Clerks office.
· Once the owner has been verified,  the Board Clerk will send a Notice to Appear to that property owner in reference to the initial request of or continuation of the per day fine accrual.

· The per day fine accrual request by Code Staff will not exceed thirty days or until the next scheduled Code Board meeting.

· Each month, the list will be presented to the Board for continuing confirmation of the per day fine accruals.  The Clerk will send notices to the affected property owner as well as update the computer record with the total per day fine.  The Clerk will notify the Cities Legal Department of the monthly continued per day fine approvals.

Parrigin made a motion to dismiss the current per day fine accrual in the amount of $16650.00 associated with 2516 Edgehill Place (CDEF2008-2895) as the cited property owner has sold the property.  Eichelberger seconded the Motion passed by unanimous vote.
LaPointe made a motion to  accept the above administrative procedures as presented in reference to per day fine accruals.  Rockhold seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Board member Jerry Wilder commented on his concern regarding the costs associated with the televising of the monthly Board meetings as it relates to viewership.  Clerk stated that the costs associated with this fall under the same guidelines as the bi-monthly airing of the City of Bowling Green Commission meeting.  She also stated that this was also part of the effort of the Cities as a tool for public information.
