Case 2017-823 – Citation 2017-978 – 133 Woodford Ave – Owner: George & Beatrice Sowards – Respondent: George Sowards – Officer Brad Schargorodski

Citation fees: $103.81

Schargorodski conveyed to the board that this citation was tabled to find out more information about the driveway/alley issue as well giving the property owner time to correct the violations.  At this time the debris has been removed.  The tire remains and the yard remains the same.  

Sowards came to the podium and stated to the board that he has put down four tons of gravel.  After the board reviewed the pictures that had been taken that morning, they asked Sowards where he laid the gravel because you could not tell from the pictures.  Sowards stated that the holes have not been filled in.  
Simpson stated to Sowards that he is disappointed in the way this property looks.  

Deere asked if there is now a designated parking area for the tenants, Sowards said, “Yes there is.”

Schargorodski pulled up a picture from another property here in Bowling Green that has similar violations, to give Sowards an idea of what to do to bring his property back into compliance.

Schargorodski also went on to explain that the situation with the alley near this property.  There has been discussions between Code Enforcement, Public Works and Legal on this matter.  This alley was an unmaintained public alley.  Mr. Sowards can contact Public Works about maintaining it or Mr. Sowards and the adjacent property owner(s) agree to make it a private alley they can follow the appropriate KRS channels to achieve that.  At this point is it an unmaintained public alley.  Schargorodski stated that Sowards would need to contact the City Legal Department to talk with them about how to make it a private alley.  
Deere made a motion to uphold the citation and fine in the amount of $103.81.  Thomas seconded motion which passed unanimously.
