· CALL TO ORDER


The meeting was called to order at 5:03 pm

· ROLL CALL


Present:  Alice Rockhold,  Lyle Parrigin, Roger LaPointe  & Mark Boling and  Jerry Wilder. 
(Rockhold arrived at 5:08)
· APPROVAL OF MINUTES

March 25, 2008- LaPointe made a motion to approve the minutes as submitted Parrigin 
seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote with Rockhold not present 
to vote at this point.
· PARKING CITATIONS
BG 100837 – issued by Officer Stickle – respondent Jennifer Walker (Rockhold came in during this hearing) – The citation was confirmed by the issuing officer.  Respondent stated that she did not see that it was a handicapped spot when she 
parked there and she does not have a handicapped placard.  LaPointe made a motion to uphold the citation and associated fine.  Parrigin seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
· HEARING AGENDA

CDEF2007 – 6764 – 1521 Magnolia Avenue – issued by Tad Douglas – 
respondent Vicky Bryant – Douglas stated that there have no been renovation permits applied for nor financing secured for repairs to the residence.  Respondent stated that she is looking at selling the house.  Boling made a motion to postpone this to the May 2008 meeting with the understanding that the respondent was to 
clean up the property and yard and have the residence either under sales contract or listed with a realtor by that meeting date.  LaPointe seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.



CDEF2007-1859 – 707 Cabell Drive – issued by Tad Douglas – respondent – Joe Wurth – Douglas stated that the required corrections required from the 
February 2008 CEB meeting are still not completed.  Respondent stated that he is still continuing to work on the residence and provided pictures to show progress.  No motion necessary as the February 2008 motion will stand which was for fine 
and violation to stand as issued.
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CDEF2007-4724 – 653 Eighth Avenue East – issued by Tad Douglas – 
respondent – Christopher Kelly Thomas – Property was confirmed as still in violation.  Respondent stated that contractor needed some additional time for favorable weather.  He has confirmed that he will begin work on April 31, 2008.

Wilder made a motion to uphold the citation and extend the compliance time to May 27, 2008 or a second citation will be issued.  Parrigin seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.


CDEF2007 – 8065 – 1438 Indianola – issued by Melissa Christerson – 
respondent Louise Garedner -   Christerson stated that this property is in the process of being sold and deed transferred.  New owner should take possession by May 2, 2008 and is aware of corrective action needed.  No motion necessary.

      CDEF2007 – 346 – 525 Twelfth Avenue East – issued by Melissa Christerson 

Christerson stated that the property is still not in compliance and that a second offense citation for $250 has been issued.  No action needed.

      CDEF2007 - 3188 – 16 Tenth Avenue West – issued by Tad Douglas – Douglas stated that this property is in compliance.  No motion necessary as it was decided on at the March 2008 meeting.
      CDEF2007 - 6140 – 416 Warren Way – issued by Tad Douglas – Douglas stated that the exterior of the property is in compliance.  Parrigin made a motion to waive the second citation fine amount of  $155.21 but that balance of $85.42 is due as first citation and costs were not appealed.  Boling seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by majority vote with LaPointe voting no. 

CDEF2007 – 8104 – 928 Boatlanding Road – issued by Tad Douglas – Douglas stated the citation was issued on this property April 4, 2008.  A demolition permit has been applied for on 4/14/2008 and is valid for 30 days.  No motion necessary.

CDEF2007 – 8141 – 601 Chestnut Street – presented by Alex Colovos –.Colovos stated that this property is in compliance but as citation was not appealed,  it will stand as valid.  No motion necessary.

CDEF2007 – 3725 – 741 Eleventh Street East – issued by David Herrman – Herrman stated that this property is in compliance.  As this was the third offense and the only citation appealed,  according to the motion from the November 2007 meeting,  that cost will be waived but $235.42 is still due for first and second offense citations which were not appealed.  No motion is necessary
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BG 96291 – parking citation Lowe’s Home Depot – presented by Clerk – Clerk reported that this area has been looked at by the fire inspector and corrective action is needed.  Lowe’s has been contacted for compliance.  No motion necessary as this is just follow up.  Clerk advised that in the interim that this particular area is not being enforced by parking patrol as it is not correct as it is currently.

Request to dismiss balance of $240.43 made by LaPointe.  Rockhold seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
      CDEF2007 – 819  ;  2007 – 2352 & 2007 – 4324 – 716 Glen Lily Road – 
presented by Clerk – Property sold under Master Commissioner foreclosure and proceeds from sale did not cover any of the fees on this parcel.  Request to dismiss balances of $276.00, $296.00 and $280.21 respectively on the citation listed above.  Rockhold made motion to dismiss the balances on these citations.  Parrigin seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
