Case 2020-3671 - Citation 2020-8525 – 1202 Beauty Ave – Owner: Luna Cruz A L & Guadalupe Anguiano DE – Officer: Nick Lawhon
Citation Fees: $1,000.00

Lawhon explained that a notice of violation had been sent to the property owner requiring the drywell to be cleared of fill dirt immediately along with several other items.  

· Fill sites must be permitted and the engineered design for the fill that accounts for stability and drainage of the site, as well as erosion prevention and sediment controls plan, and how to go about finding an engineering firm for the design work. 

· The drywell must be cleared immediately; Lawhon described the location of the drywell based on available mapping data. 

Leyda Becker, International Communities Liaison with the City of Bowling Green, was present to help translate for Luna Cruz.

Cruz explained that Atmos energy had been the ones to come and put the fill dirt on the property and he would need to find out why they came and did that.

The board members discussed this and made a motion.  

Thomas made a motion to table this until the November 24, 2020 meeting to give staff time to find out who is placing the dirt on the property.  Eggleton seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Case 2020-44 - Citation 2020-357 – 1054 Old Barren River Rd – Owner: ME Holdings LLC – Respondent: Malcom Cherry - Officer: Nick Lawhon
Citation Fees: $2,000.00

Nick Lawhon explained since last month’s meeting they have been able to meet with Mr. Cherry’s engineers and lock in a plan for the property to bring it back into compliance.  

Cherry started explaining that they still wanted to inquire about a more inexpensive way of fixing the property and asked if the city’s engineers would be willing to meet him and Mr. Witbank’s at the property to see if there is another option.  Cherry also added that he doesn’t understand why they have to handle the drainage from the two properties next to theirs.        
Deere asked Broderick if what Mr. Cherry was asking the board was within their power to help with or not.  Matt Powell stepped in to explain that the water flow has always run from the two properties that Mr. Cherry has mentioned and they will continue to run that way.  Broderick stated that he thinks that the citation was appropriately issued.  

After much discussion Deer made a motion to uphold the citation and fine in the amount of $2,000.00.  Dearbone seconded motion which passed 3-2.
