Case 2019-6590 - Citation 2019-12099.11 – 2540 Nashville Rd – Owner: Robert & Gloria Thomas - Respondent: Gloria Thomas – Officer: Brad Schargorodski
Citation Per Day Fine: $100.00 

Schargorodski updated the board on what had been happening on the property since the per day fine citation had been issued back on April 20, 2020.  Citizen complaints still come in on this property.  There are still several violations on the property at this time.  The majority of the violations still remain at the property including a great deal of kids toys, appliances and construction debris.  

Gloria Thomas spoke first to the board about the situation on her property explaining that her daughter has not been living there for some time now.  The RV has been moved, the yard has been kept up by Thomas alone.  

Mary Thomas Spears spoke about how she had been assaulted at the property and she hadn’t been able to work on getting it cleaned up since.  Spears stated that the carport has been completely cleared out.  Spears explained that she had only been allowed back on the property yesterday, so she has not been able to get much of anything accomplished on the clean-up.
After discussion, Deere made a motion to uphold the citation and per day fine.  Dearbone seconded motion which passed unanimously.

· OLD BUSINESS

CASE #7
Case 2020-44 - Citation 2020-357 – 1054 Old Barren River Rd – Owner: ME Holdings LLC – Respondent: Malcom Cherry - Officer: Nick Lawhon
Citation Fees: $2,000.00

Nick Lawhon explained what has been happening on this property to the board including that they are still waiting for a plan to be submitted to the city to start the permitting process.  With the amount of water that is flowing through this property there has to be a way for the water to flow, approved by the city engineers.   

Malcolm Cherry asked why they were responsible for the water flow from two other pieces of property and also mentioned that he had been having trouble getting in touch with Chad Doughty, one of the City’s engineer’s.  He has several questions, but he can’t get any of those questions answered.  

Tabitha Joiner offered to call Doughty while the meeting was still going to see if he could join and maybe they could get some of the questions answered, but Doughty was unavailable.

After some more discussion, Deere made the motion to table the case until the October 27th meeting.  Eggleton seconded motion which passed unanimously.  
· NEW BUSINESS

CASE #8
2020-2954 – 803 11th Ave - Per Day Fine Request – Owner: TCB LLC - Officer: Brad Schargorodski

Schargorodski explained the case to the board including the violations.
· Building unfit for human habitation
· Inadequate light/air/sanitation facilities
· Broken/boarded/missing windows
· Missing/inadequate protective treatment
· Violation of light/ventilation/occupancy requirements
· Inadequate minimum food storage/preparation standards
· Inadequate mechanical and electrical system
· Exterior use or storage of indoor furniture
· Scattered garbage
· Improper sanitation
· Accumulation of rubbish/garbage
· Inadequate plumbing facilities
After multiple attempts to try and get the property owner to comply, ultimately a citation had to be issued and the city hired a contractor to board the home up.
After some discussion Deere made a motion to implement the per day fine of $100 for a period of 60 days.  Simpson seconded motion which passed unanimously.

CASE #9

2020-818 – 1114 Cheyenne Dr - Per Day Fine Request – Owner: John & Lauren Bolton - Officer: Moe Hillard

Hillard explained the violations to the board she also including all of the communication she had tried to make with the owners with no success.  

· Inoperable, unlicensed, junk and/or wrecked vehicle
· Accumulation of rubbish, or garbage
Currently the owners have refused to reach out and talk with the Code Enforcement to achieve compliance.

After some discussion Deere made a motion to implement the per day fine of $100 for a period of 60 days.  Thomas seconded motion which passed unanimously.

CASE #10
2019-8901 – 224 Emmett Ave - Per Day Fine Request – Owner: Paul, James & Gail Manning - Officer: Brad Schargorodski
Schargorodski went through all of the violations with the board. 
·  Large accumulation of improperly stored tires/waste tires outdoors
· Improperly parked vehicles on grass
· Dangerous Building: non-permitted addition attached to rear of building, enclosed with makeshift doors
· Structure unfit for human habitation: trailer-type structure reportedly being lived in by rent-paying tenant
· Accessory structures not maintained in good repair

· Areas of missing, damaged and/or inadequate protective treatment

· Electrical code violation: improper and unsafe use of flexible cord

· Multiple inoperable, unlicensed, wrecked vehicles

· Vehicles in a state of major disrepair, disassembly and/or overhaul

· Failure of Duty of Maintenance of Private Property

· Accumulation of junk, scrap, auto parts, etc.

· Scattered garbage

· Accumulated rubbish
· Improper sanitation
· Improper grading/draining due to state of parking lots and unpaved areas full of mud, ruts and standing water
· Exterior use of indoor furniture

· Graffiti/defacement on the premises

All attempts to work with the property owner have been exhausted.  Three citations have been issued and the property remains in violation.
After some discussion Simpson made a motion to implement the per day fine of $100 for a period of 60 days.  Eggleton seconded motion which passed unanimously.

CASE #11
2018-7381 – 759 Ironwood Dr - Per Day Fine Request – Owner: James & Catherine Hahn - Officer: Brad Schargorodski
Schargorodski the violation to the board and explained that the property had been in violation for 2 years.  

· Inoperable, unlicensed, junk and/or wrecked vehicle
After much discussion, Thomas made the motion to have the vehicle towed.  Eggleton seconded motion which passed 4-1.
