· APPROVAL OF MINUTES

August 24, 2010 – Rockhold made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  Eichelberger seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.

Case 2010-3961 – 1050 Sternwheel Avenue – Respondent:  Christy Willoughby – Code Official:  Roxie Ross


Citation amount - $250.00

Officer Roxie Ross was not present, the owner of the animals, Miss. Willoughby, was.  
LaPointe explained because we could not get our Animal Control officer to the meeting we will hear the case at the October 26th meeting.

· CDEF2009–3254 - 2755 Nashville Road – Respondent: Donald McConnell – Code Official: Tad Douglas 
Citation amount - $8,822.67 

Colovos explained that the park will be closing as of September 30, 2010.  At this time, we will have one family that will be left in the park, and the city will be working with the family.  LaPointe asked Colovos if the park is going to be completely vacated, and Colovos responded yes.  Mr. McConnell will then have until December 31, 2010 to remove all the mobile home units out of the park.
· CDEF2009 – 7702 – 1249 Kentucky St – Respondent: Brian Rose/Shawn Willoughby – Code official: Tad Douglas 
    Citation amount: $6,552.70 

Attorney Brian Lowder was present in behalf of Brian Rose.  
Colovos stated that he went and inspected the property and the property is now in compliance.  Tonight we need to discuss the fines.  

$6,000 is per day fines

$552.70 are the citation fines.

Mr. Lowder stated that Mr. Rose is willing to pay the $552.70 if the CEB would consider waiving the per day fines.

LaPointe made the motion to hold the fine of $552.70 and dismiss the $6,000 per day fine.  Wilder seconded motion and it passed unanimously. 
· CDEF2010-793 – 643 8th Ave E – Respondent: Christopher & Kimberly Madison Code Official: Melissa Christerson

Citation amount: $80.54

Christerson stated the property owner called the other day and said they needed just a little more time to complete the work.
Respondent Mr. Madison stated that the painting is taking a little longer than expected because of the amount of primer that is going on the older wood.  Plus the heat has been playing a part in that also.  He thought they should have it completed by the next CEB meeting.
LaPointe made a motion to revisit this property again at the October 26, 2010 and check the progress of the work.  Rockhold seconded motion and it passed unanimously. 

· CDEF2010-8871 – 1118 Crewdson Dr. – Respondent: Helen Brooks/Windel Brooks – Code Official: Tad Douglas – Presented by: Alex Colovos - Citation amount - $55.54

Colovos stated the property has now been deeded to Mr. Brooks sister.  The new owners have come to the office and talked to Colovos.  The original idea was the owners were going to be moving back to the area sometime next year, after retirement, but have since moved the retirement up and will be here by the first of the year.  They have taken a building permit out to do the work to the structure.
Rockhold made a motion to uphold the citation and dismiss the fine.  Parrigin seconded motion and it passed unanimously. 
· CDEF2010-2768 – 1044 Chestnut St – Respondent: Frankie and Angelia Williams – Code Official: Melissa Christerson – Citation amount: $300.00
Colovos stated that Mr. Williams came into the office late this afternoon and presented this documentation.  Colovos stated that he didn’t think Mr. Williams was going to be present tonight due to the documents he brought in.  Mr. Williams is selling the property and the potential new owners will be turning it into a retail facility and will be bringing the property into compliance.  The potential new owners will be getting a permit to do the work.  There is still one tenant left in the building right now and will be moving in the next two weeks.  
There are four outstanding citations totaling $830.54.  A concern that the potential new owners were concerned that they would be responsible for the fee’s.  

LaPointe made a motion to uphold the citations and fines in the event that the sale of the property does not go through as planned.  Parrigin seconded.  Motion passed three to two.

· Case: 2010-4218 – 2039 Russellville Rd – Code Official: 
Alex Colovos
Colovos stated about a month ago we received clearance to start the schedule for the re-inspection process.  On September 16th we met the owner at the property and the plan was to get the power turned back on.  The rest of the week was to be used to make the inspections.  When the electrical inspectors made their inspection and they did not recommend turning the power back on because of the condition it was in.  So, now we are waiting for the owner to contact us and we will see about when to try and make these inspections at another time.

LaPointe asked what the fines were on this property.  Mr. Broderick suggested that we monitor this and revisit it at the October 26th meeting.
· NEW BUSINESS

· Case: 2010-3941 – 1138 Cedarwood Way – Code Official: Tim Butts – Presented by: Alex Colovos
Colovos stated that this year we have had several citations written on this property and then have had to mow the property.  We would like to see about getting approval to have a city contractor maintain the property for the remainder of the year, which will be three or four mowing jobs.  The owner lives in Nashville, and is ill.  So, she can not take care of the property.  There is also a divorce situation which is making the situation even more complex.

LaPointe stated that this would take care of our immediate situation, but what are we going next year when this same situation comes up.  Colovos felt that by next year, the situation will be resolved, whether it be selling the property, etc.  Mr. Broderick agreed that he thought this issue would be resolved by mowing season next year.

Wilder made a motion to approve the mowing jobs for the rest of the year.  Rockhold seconded and it passed unanimously.
