Webb stated that it appears that some of the work on the exterior of the property is starting to get completed.  There is not an electrical permit in place at this time.  We would like to get a time line in place on getting the rest of the violations corrected.

Craft came to the podium stating that all the violations have been completed except the electrical.  He said he was not going to have the electric fixed because the electric meter was wrongfully pulled.  He says the City has cost him millions of dollars and argued that we should not have pulled the electrical meter.  Craft said he received a quote of $23,000 to have the electrical brought up to code.
