· APPROVAL OF MINUTES

May 25, 2010 – Eichelberger made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  Rockhold seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.

· CDEF2010-2436 – 825 Biscaynne Ct – Respondent: Azmir & Sanela Mehmedovic – Code Enforcement Officer: Melissa Christerson – Citation amount: $200.00
Tabitha Joiner explained the owners could not be present tonight, they called and asked to move their appeal to the July 27, 2010 meeting.  
Motion was made by LaPointe and seconded by Eichelberger to move this hearing to the July 27, 2010 meeting.  The vote passed unanimously.

· CDEF2009-8871 – 1118 Crewdson Dr. – Respondent: Helen Brooks/Windel Brooks – Code Enforcement Officer: Tad Douglas – Citation amount - $55.54
Tad Douglas explained that this property had a serious fire.  The interior looks pretty bad, but the exterior is not, it just has some boarded up windows as well as a little bit of smoke damage.  There was a citation written originally for the debris that was left in the yard after the fire occurred.  The debris has been cleaned up and the insurance has settled and now we are out of time.  So, Mr. Brooks is here tonight to see about getting more time.  Mr. Douglas also stated when Mr. Brooks saw the citation on the property, he immediately called Mr. Douglas to get the problems addressed and taken care of.
Respondent Windel Brooks stated that he might have the property sold, and his sister is also interested in taking the house.  If his sister decides to not take the property he will then sell it.
Alex Colovos added that if the property is to be sold then an itemized statement is to be given to the new owners, so they will know what violations need to be corrected.  Then Code Enforcement will work with the new owner on a time frame in which to get the property back up to code.
Motion made by LaPointe to extend this until our July 27, 2010 CEB meeting to see what will be taking place with the property.  And Mr. Brooks will need to keep in touch with the Code Enforcement Division on what is going on with the property. Rockhold seconded motion and motion passed unanimously.
· CDEF2010-2768 – 1044 Chestnut St – Respondent: Frankie and Angelia Williams – Code Enforcement Officer: Melissa Christerson – Citation amount: $300.00
Tabitha Joiner explained that the owner called and his attorney could not be at the meeting and asked if his hearing could be postponed until the July 27, 2010 meeting.

LaPointe wanted to discuss this property a little, and asked for Melissa Christerson to explain what is going on with this property.  Ms. Christerson proceeded to let the board members know that there are people living in this building and there are already four citations that have been written on the property.  

Mr. LaPointe asked if the tenants are in any life threatening situations for this to lay?  

Ms. Christerson stated she did not believe so due to the fact the Fire Department has also been involved with the inspection and from what she could see there was nothing life threatening.  Mr. Williams has been told that the only way he could get the extension is the plumbing would have to be fixed no later than Friday, June 25, 2010.  Ms. Christerson also stated that once the tenants move out the unit is not to be rented until she has done a final inspection and it is back into compliance.
Motion was made by LaPointe to move this hearing to the July 27, 2010 meeting, and if the plumbing was not fixed by Friday, June 25, 2010 the citation and fine will stand as written.  Seconded by Rockhold and passed unanimously.
· OLD BUSINESS
· CDEF2009–3254 - 2755 Nashville Road – Respondent: Donald McConnell – Code Enforcement Officer: Tad Douglas - Citation amount - $8,822.67 

Colovos stated that we are still in a holding point because the state is looking to close the park.  Amy Milikens office is handling the case.  We will advise the board on a monthly basis to update the status of the case.
· CDEF2009 – 7702 – 1249 Kentucky St – Respondent: Brian Rose/Shawn Willoughby – Code Enforcement Officer: Tad Douglas - Citation amount: $6,552.70 
Tad Douglas stated the major issue was chipping/flaking paint and the CEB gave an extension to the owner to give them time to paint the structure.  Mr. Douglas spoke to the contractor and he stated that the structure would be completed in approximately two weeks.  They have decided instead of painting to put siding on the structure.

Shawn Willoughby was at the meeting in place of the owner and stated they’re original plan was to paint, and they were waiting for the weather to get warm, and the contractor that was hired for that job kept putting the job off.  So because of costs they decided to go with vinyl siding instead.  They have lost two tenants during this process, so they are down $1,200 in rent, so money was part of the problem getting the work completed also.  Ms. Willoughby asked for an additional two weeks to get the work completed.
Motion made by Rockhold to extend the compliance date to the July 27, 2010 meeting and if all work has been completed then the per day fine will be waived.  Seconded by Wilder and passed unanimously.    
· CDEF2009-2560 – 608 Main Ave. W – Respondent: Percy Gatewood – Code Enforcement Officer: Tad Douglas – Citation amount: 105.54
Tad Douglas stated that this property had pealing/flaking paint.  Some work started to get done, and then Mr. Gatewood decided he wanted to demolish the structure.  There was a permit issued, and has now expired.
Percy Gatewood stated he would like to get another 30 days to get the building demolished.  He ran into some problems on getting the work done, his mother passed away during this time and due to the weather he could not get the work done in time.  The electricity has also been cut to the property.  But, if he could get the extra 30 days he assured the board that he would have the structure taken down.  Mr. Gatewood stated he has a contractor in place.
Motion made by LaPointe to give the respondent until the next CEB meeting, July 27, 2010, to renew his building permit and get the structure demolished.  If all of this has taken place then the citation & fine will be waived.  Seconded by Eichelberger and passed unanimously.

CDEF2010-1979 – 1136 Kenton St – Respondent: Gordon Howell – Code Enforcement Officer: Melissa Christerson – Citation amount $50.00
Melissa Christerson stated that we need to have the fee’s removed from this property.  This is a paved parking lot, and the neighbor to this parking lot was dumping his items on the parking lot.  When the owner of the parking lot received the citation he spoke to the neighbor and the neighbor removed the debris.
Motion made to wave the citation and fine by LaPointe and seconded by Parrigan.  Motion passed unanimously.

· CDEF2010-2486 – 615 Fairview Ct. – Respondent: Shane Vanmeter ET AL – Code Enforcement Officer: Melissa Christerson – Citation amount $50.00
Melissa Christerson stated that we need to have the citation & fine waived.  The sight tranigle was being blocked on the corner of this property and sent a notice of violation & citation.  They both came back in the mail and the owner found out about the citation by his mower.  His mower went to mow the lot and saw the citation & let the owner know.  Because the owner never received any notice of violation or citation we are asking for removal of citation & fine.
Motion made to wave the citation and fine by LaPointe and seconded by Rockhold.  Motion passed unanimously.
