· APPROVAL OF MINUTES

November 27, 2012 – Simpson made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  Wilder seconded motion which passed unanimously.
· COMMENTS / ANNOUNCEMENTS    

Rockhold welcomed our new Board member Randy Deere.  Mayor Wilkerson was present to swear in Deere.
Rockhold also mentioned that we will need to elect a new Chairperson, but it would probably be best to wait until all Board members are present.  Wilder made a motion to postpone electing a new Chairperson until the February 26, 2013 meeting.  Simpson seconded motion which passed unanimously.
Joiner wanted to give a status update on the signs in the Mariah’s parking lot, as well as parking on the square.  The signs in the Mariah’s parking lot are being addressed.  This is actually a city parking lot.  The signs in that parking lot are confusing when you read them.  Mark Absher is an Engineer for the Public Works office and he has looked at the signs and agrees that they should be changed to be easier to understand.  
The parking on The Square Downtown has been brought into question due to the limited amount of time you have to park.  The Downtown Redevelopment Authority is meeting to see about getting the parking time changed on The Square.

Case 2012-553 – 846 10th Ave E – Respondent: Angelina Bunch – Code Enforcement Officer: Melissa Christerson


            Citation amount: $155.75

The property is in the same condition it was two months ago.  Bunch did not attend the November 27, 2012 CEB meeting so we issued a new citation at the Boards request.  

Bunch came to the podium & stated that she had two sides of the house painted and now the house is under contract & she is closing on February 7, 2012.  The potential buyers have said they would like to finish the work on their own.

Wilder asked if the $155.75 is upheld tonight, then would we be able to get a lien placed on the property before the sale takes place.  Broderick explained that it would be a close call, but he thought yes it could be done.  There can be a lien on the first fine at this time.


Wilder made a motion to uphold the citation and fine.  Simpson seconded motion which passed unanimously.

Case 2012-1126 – 1432 Campbell Ln – Respondent: Scott Williams – Code Enforcement Officer: David Herrman


Citation amount: $205.75

The cases 2012-1126 & 2012-3197 were both heard together.


Herrman explained that Code Enforcement had received a complaint for car dealerships parking their vehicles that are for sale, in the grass.  An NOV was sent to the owners of the property letting them know of the situation & at that time the vehicles were moved off the grass at the 0 Campbell Ln property.  The city engineers were called in to make sure these vehicles were actually parked on the Right of Way.  They were on the ROW.  This seemed to be a continuous problem with many dealerships, so a letter was sent out to all dealerships explaining the ordinance & what they were doing wrong.  In December, there were, again vehicles parked in the ROW on 0 Campbell Ln.  So the first citations were issued.  Then a little over 10 days later the second citations were issued.

Williams stepped up to the podium & stated that they are working on rectifying the problem.  They are getting the areas paved that they have vehicles parked on now, the only problem is that the company cannot pave until February 28, 2013.  Williams explained that this time of year is when they have a lot more inventory than usual because of tax season.

Case 2012-3197 – 0 Campbell Ln – Respondent: Scott Williams – Code Enforcement Officer: David Herrman


Citation amount: $205.75


The cases 2012-1126 & 2012-3197 were both heard together.


Herrman explained that Code Enforcement had received a complaint for car dealerships parking their vehicles that are for sale, in the grass. Officer Callison came to the podium and stated that the square was marked around 2:30 and citations were issued a little over 2 hours after that. Callison explained there are no pictures taken on the square because it is strictly timed parking.
Glasscock came to the podium and explained that she had been in Bella Me Salon getting her hair done and a few other things done.  She stated that her son had come into the salon and moved her car for her at 4:00 PM.  Glasscock said her son did not see a ticket on her vehicle when he moved it.  
Wilder made a motion to uphold the citation and waive the fine.  Simpson seconded motion which passed unanimously.

Citation amount: $50.00 

Officer Callison explained this ticket was issued because the vehicle was parked in a handicapped space and there were no handicap hanger or handicap license plate on the vehicle.  

Pulliam came to the podium and explained a little bit about the handicap sign.  He explained that the gentleman who owns the property directly in front of the sign asked the City to put that sign in due to his wife being handicap.  The gentleman’s wife has passed away and as of today the sign is gone.
Rockhold made a motion to waive the citation and the fine.  Deere seconded motion which passed unanimously.

Case 2013-6 – Parking Ticket BG 120395 – Respondent: Deborah Turner – Officer: Josh Stuart
Citation amount: $25.00 

Officer Callison came to the podium to stand in for Officer Stuart due to a scheduling conflict.  Callison explained that the ticket was issued at 2:51 P.M. so the square would have been chalked sometime around 12:30 PM.

Turner came to the podium and explained that she was on the square at a salon getting her hair done and it took over two hours for that.  She wanted to then go shopping downtown, but was unable to because she received this parking ticket.  Turner explained that after she received her ticket she called the Downtown Merchants President who advised her to get a note from the owner of the business and ask for the ticket to be removed.
Wilder made a motion to uphold the citation and waived the fine.  Simpson seconded motion which passed unanimously.

The property will continue to be monitored to keep the exterior area in compliance.  
Broderick agreed with Webb’s statements.

Wilder made a motion to uphold the citation and waive the fine.  Rockhold seconded motion which passed unanimously.
