· CALL TO ORDER 

The meeting was called the meeting to order at 5:02 pm.  
· ROLL CALL 

Present: Alice Rockhold,  Mark Boling,  Roger LaPointe & Lyle Parrigin & Jerry Wilder.
· APPROVAL OF MINUTES

June 26, 2007– Parrigin made a motion to approve the minutes as submitted. Rockhold seconded the 
motion to approve. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

These proceedings are recorded and aired live on Cable Channel 4 and the recording will serve as official record.  Summary information is as follows.

· PARKING CITATIONS
BG 101445 – issued by James Leek – respondent – Bennie Cole- respondent failed to appear.  Citation will stand as issued

· HEARING AGENDA

CDEF2007-1858 – 705 Cabell Drive – issued by Tad Douglas – Respondent – Doug Butt

Citation as confirmed by Tad Douglas.  He stated that this is a second offense citation.  Re-inspection showed no corrective action so a 3rd offense citation was issued.  To date not all of the violations have been corrected.  Wilder made a motion to uphold the citation and fine.  LaPointe seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote. 

CDEF2007-2008 – 2348 Russellville Road – issued by David Herrman – respondent – Don / Lynda Minton  - David Herrman stated that a walk thru of the property was done by himself as well as Code Coordinator Alex Colovos as well as the respondent.  Colovos prepared a letter to the respondent where he felt that the damage was too severe to salvage the structure.  The respondent wants to investigate further and seeks to repair the residence.  Respondent is to appear at the August 28, 2007 CEB meeting where he is to have list of contractors who are to work on the property, financing for the renovations, punch list of projects to be done and a completion date for the home renovation.  
This case will be heard again at the august 28, 2007 CEB meeting where respondent is to provide the necessary paperwork to the Board for review.  No motion needed at this point.
CDEF2007-  381 – 645 Pearl Street – issued by Melissa Christerson – respondent – Rita / Chester Hibbitt – Christerson stated that steady progress is being made in cleaning up this property.  Respondent stated that his biggest obstacle is removing the 1500+ tires that are on the property.  Rockhold made a motion to re-visit this case at its August 28, 2007 CEB meeting.  Parrigin seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
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Animal Control Citation # 38 – issued by Bill Grudzliak – respondent Susan Gibson (Matt Baker legal counsel) – Citation was confirmed by issuer.  He stated that he observed one cat on the property and one cat not on the property.  Counsel for respondent asked respondents husband, as well as respondent,  if they lived at 811 Steeplechase Way (the address on the citation).  They stated no.  Citation issuer stated that he wrote wrong address on citation but the cats in question did belong to respondent.  Respondent stated that her cats were on her property.  Several neighbors testified that they have seen the respondents cats off of her property and that they dig in the flower beds and roam the area.  Wilder made a motion to uphold the citation as issued.  Parrigin seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
CDEF2007-3188 – 16 Tenth Avenue West – issued by Tad Douglas – respondent Robert Kohl’s (American Warehouse Services) – Douglas stated that currently the property does not have a citation written on it,  but he can not authorize any further extensions for compliance.  Respondent stated that the property was under contract with a business here in town for storage.  There was some negotiating with the respondent and this company that have recently been resolved and the equipment is being moved out.  He has proposals for renovation out currently and is requesting a four month extension to either bring the property into compliance or be well on his way to compliance.  Parrigin made a motion to review this case at the November 27, 2007 CEB meeting.  LaPointe seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote. 
CDEF2007-3497 – 1346 Chestnut Street – issued by Melissa Christerson – respondent – Kenneth White – Christerson stated that the Notice of Violation was returned in the mail.  The property was then posted which is when the respondent first learned of the violations.  It is in partial compliance with work still on-going.  Wilder made a motion uphold the citation and waive the fine and review this case in Old Business at the August 28, 2007 CEB meeting.  Rockhold seconded the motion. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
CDEF2007-1541 – 834 Cabell Drive – issued by Melissa Christerson – respondent Dennis Siegrist – Respondent stated that he did not receive his notice to appear in time to prepare for his defense.  Wilder a made a motion to hear this at the August 28, 2007 CEB meeting.  Rockhold seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.  Respondent was hand delivered his notice to appear on that date.
CDEF2007-3007 – 724 Fourteenth Street East – issued by Tad Douglas – respondent Dennis Siegrist - Respondent stated that he did not receive his notice to appear in time to prepare for his defense.  Wilder a made a motion to hear this at the August 28, 2007 CEB meeting.  Rockhold seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.  Respondent was hand delivered his notice to appear on that date.

CDEF2007-1052 – 3 Walker Court – issued by Melissa Christerson – respondent Walter York – The citation was confirmed by Christerson who stated that some violations were corrected but others would be present upon re-inspection.  Respondent stated that this property is under land contract and there were some communication difficulties with the occupants of this property but that he felt assured they would be corrected by August 28, 2007.  Wilder made a motion to uphold the citation and waive the fine and review this case at the August 28, 2007 CEB meeting in Old Business.  Rockhold seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
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CDEF2007-1053 – 4 Walker Court – issued by Melissa Christerson – respondent Walter York – Citation was confirmed by Christerson.  She stated that the property is almost in compliance.  Respondent stated that it was a similar situation as described in prior testimony and that he felt assured they would be corrected by August 28, 2007  Wilder made a motion to uphold the citation and waive the fine and review this case at the August 28, 2007 CEB meeting in Old Business.  LaPointe  seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
CDEF2007-1071 – 1002 Lewis Street – issued by Melissa Christerson – respondent Walter York – Citation was confirmed by Christerson.  She stated that property is not in compliance.  Respondent again gave testimony similar to what was said previous and stated that he felt assured they would be corrected by August 28, 2007.  Parrigin made a motion to uphold the citation and waive the fine and review this case at the August 28, 2007 CEB meeting in Old Business.  LaPointe seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote
CDEF2007-3242 – 3237 Seventh Street East – issued by Tad Douglas – respondent Thomas Kelly & Kelly Thomas – Douglas stated that a citation has not been issued on this property but the respondent is asking for an extension in compliance time.  Respondent (Tommy Kelly) stated that this property might be slated for demolition possibly pursuant to some TIF taxing and re-development in the area.  This property would be affected by that.  He expects to know more certain in mid to late October 2007.  Wilder made a motion to postpone any decision on this property until the November 27, 2007 CEB meeting.  Rockhold seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.

There were 41 citations to be approved for a total of $17,082.79.  Parrigin made a motion to  approve citations and fees submitted.  
Rockhold seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
· NEW BUSINESS
CDEF2007-1740 – 1345 Chestnut Street – presented  by Melissa Christerson – Christerson stated that due to a lack of e-mail response when the property owner requested an extension,  the property was re-inspected earlier than the property owner had requested.  Wilder made a motion to dismiss the citation and fine.  Parrigin seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote. 
CDEF2007- 1790 – 1205 Chestnut Street – presented by Melissa Christerson – Christerson stated that the citation was posted prematurely and that a new re-inspection date has been set.  Rockhold made a motion dismiss the citation and fine.  LaPointe seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote. 
CDEF2007-1807 – 1229 Chestnut Street – presented by Melissa Christerson – Christerson is requesting approval to begin demolition proceedings.  LaPointe made a motion to approve demolition proceedings.  Rockhold seconded the motion.  Motion passed  by unanimous vote.
CDEF2007-2582 – 1310 Clay Street – presented by Melissa Christerson – Christerson stated that the citation was issued to the wrong property owner as the PVA record had not been updated to reflect the most recent owner information.  Rockhold made a motion to dismiss the citation and fine.  Wilder seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
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CDEF2005-3226 – 915 Church Avenue – presented by Clerk – Clerk stated that there are outstanding fees of about $3000 on this property that were never collected prior to the property being sold.  Wilder made a motion to remove the associated fines for this record.  LaPointe seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
CDEF2007-1849 – 1607 US 31 W By-Pass – presented by Tad Douglas – Douglas stated that a citation was issued for faded paint on this property.  After meeting with the property owner,  he was advised that that paint technique was what they were wanting.  It was an intention paint effect.  LaPointe made a motion to dismiss the citation and fine.  Parrigin seconded the motion.  Motion passed  by unanimous vote.
· OLD BUSINESS
CDEF2006-1978 – 1307 Kenton Street – issued by Melissa Christerson – Christerson stated that this property is not in complete compliance.  Wilder asked if we needed to notify the property owner that the per day fine was still accruing.  Broderick stated that he was notified in the Findings of Fact which state that the property owner is to contact the inspector upon compliance.  Per day fine will continue with no motion needed. 
CDEF2007-353 – 413 Tenth Street East – issued by Tad Douglas – Douglas stated that the exterior of this property is in compliance and that it has been sold from its original investors to another party who is going to complete with the interior renovation.  Douglas has closed his case file on this parcel.  Parrigin made a motion to rescind the demolition order on this property.  LaPointe seconded the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
