· APPROVAL OF MINUTES

April 27, 2010 – Rockhold made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  Eichelberger seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.

· COMMENTS / ANNOUNCEMENTS      
Alex Colovos made the CEB aware that there will be changes in the procedure for the CEB members and CEB meetings with the staff changes.  The Board members will now be receiving packets with all information about each case the Friday before each Tuesday meeting.  Alex asked that if the Board members had any requests to please let us know and we will provide what information we can.
· PARKING / ANIMAL CONTROL CITATIONS
· BG112810 - issued to Maryellen Self - issued by Officer – S. Vincent


Citation amount - $20.00 (internal reference 2010-1920)


Cadet Vincent stated that he witnessed the respondent’s car parked in the fire lane, 
Cadet Vincent went up to the vehicle and spoke to the person sitting in the vehicle, and 
it appeared that she had just had surgery.  He could not locate the driver so a citation 
was written.  

Respondent Maryellen Self addressed the board and stated that her daughter had just 
had oral surgery, and needed something on her stomach in order to take her medication.  
She had her daughters prescriptions filled at Hines Pharmacy moments before, and 
went into the grocery store for the food purchase and something to drink.  Mrs. Self 
stated she was trying to keep her daughter out of the sun and the temperature was in the 
80’s that day and was very warm and there was no parking in the whole parking lot 
with shade accept where she parked and in the handicap parking slots.  Mrs. Self stated 
she was in the store for less than 10 minutes.  She had never parked in the fire lane 
before, and said she would never do it again, but felt like she had a minor emergency of 
her own.
After further discussion, the board agreed to uphold the citation & fine.  Motion was made by Rockhold and seconded by LaPointe.  The motion passed unanimously.

Tad Douglas stated that the four properties were all next to each other and there are 
fourplex’s on the property.  The properties were very overgrown and when Douglas 

went back for the follow up inspection a citation was issued.  On the citation follow up 

inspection the properties had been mowed.  The original notice of violation were 

mailed out on 4/27/10.


Respondent Daren Johnson stated that this all happened around the time when we had 

gotten all the rain, and he had recently moved to Simpson County, and then has since 

moved back to Bowling Green.  After Mr. Johnson’s move back to Bowling Green, he 

had his personal possessions stored at his parents farm in two semi trailers.  When the 
rain came, one of the trailers flooded.  Mr. Johnson stated he had not changed his 
mailing information at the PVA office, and has now done that.  His sister was getting 
the mail for him and the day he got the mail from her was the day the rain started.  Mr. 

Johnson also stated the day Douglas had posted the citations, Johnson was in one of the 

buildings eating his lunch, and when he was finished he went out and mowed the 

properties.  Mr. Johnson stated he would have not been able to mow before the citation 

was written because of all the rain. 
Motion made by Rockhold to uphold the citation and waive the fine, seconded by 

LaPointe.  Motion passed unanimously.

· CDEF2010-793 – 643 8th Ave E. – Issued to Christopher & Kimberly Madison - issued by Melissa Christerson – Citation amount - $80.54

Melissa Christerson stated 3/12/10 a notice of violation was mailed to the owners for missing surfaces on the house, paint missing on several places on the home.  Blue tarp covering several sections of the roof area, and on the front of the house a piece of siding is missing along the front porch.  Pile of limbs and leaves on driveway.  A follow up inspection was done on 4/12/10 and the limbs and leaves had been removed, at that time Christerson gave an additional 30 days to complete the rest of the violations.  Another follow up inspection was completed on 5/10/10, the violations still remained so a citation was also written on that date.  And as of 5/25/10 the violations still remain.
Respondent Christopher Madison stated that when they had bought the home, they started making some specific remodeling updates and once they got into the remodeling, they realized there were more problems than they had originally thought.  They also had the roof replaced.  The blue tarp is a temporary fix for when it rains and to keep more problems from developing.  At this time Mr. Madison stated they are trying to get the money together to be able complete the project.  This is the home they live in so they want to the work to be done correct, and they take pride in their home.  Mr. Madison stated they are hoping to have the violations completed by June or July, and he will be doing the work himself.
Motion was made to revisit the property in 60 days and see what progress has been made.  The motion was made by LaPointe and seconded by Rockhold.  The motion passed unanimously.

Colovos stated that he inspected the property today, 5/25/10 and there were 
violations that have been completed, but there are still violations that remain.  A 
pile of debris has been removed, storage items back against the fence have been 
removed,  fence has been installed that will act as a gate into a storage area.  
The park is about 95% complete at this time.  Colovos also stated the items that 

remain are the empty trailers that will have to be inspected by the State, and we 

are holding up on that for the moment until the issue with the Mobile Home 

Parks license has been resolved.  We will not know if the park will still be in 

operation until the 6/22/10 meeting.  Mr. Lapointe asked Colovos if he had a 

recommendation on where to go at this time with this case.  Colovos 

recommended revisiting this at the next CEB meeting.
A motion was made by LaPointe to revisit this property at the next CEB meeting on 6/22/10 and was seconded by Eichelberger.  The motion passed unanimously.

             Colovos gave the board an overview and updated status of the condition of the 


             property.  Mr. McConnell did come and get a building permit that is set to expire on 


             7/3/10.  Respondent Don McConnell said that he had a contractor in place to complete               

                    the work, but after calling the contractor several times and asking him if he was still 
                    going to do the work, the contractor decided not to take the job.  After reviewing the 
                    minutes from the 4/27/10 meeting, the board members decided to go along with the 
                    motion from the previous meeting.  The motion was that Mr. McConnell would have to 
                    have a building permit, electrical permit and work would have to have started, if all 
                    points were not kept then demolision will take place on the structure.  The motion was 
                    made to follow through with last months motion, made by LaPointe and seconded by            

                           Rockhold.  Motion passed unanimously.
