· CALL TO ORDER 

The meeting was called the meeting to order at 5:00 pm.  
· ROLL CALL

· APPROVAL OF MINUTES

February 26, 2007 (Special Call Meeting)  –Rockhold  made a motion to approve the minutes as submitted.   LaPointe seconded the motion to approve. Boling abstained for voting.  Motion passed by majority vote.

These proceedings are recorded and aired live on Cable Channel 4 and the recording will serve as official record.  Summary information is as follows.

· PARKING CITATIONS
BG 101185 – issued by Judy Brown – respondent Bruce Quick

Citation was confirmed by issuer for parking in the fire lane.  Respondent stated that he was in there buying large quantities or bags of planting material.  Wilder made a motion to  uphold the citation and fine.  Parrigin seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
· HEARING AGENDA

Animal Control – AC 000035 – issued by William Gruszcyzk – respondent Bobby Whitney – 825 
Stanley Ct.

Citation was confirmed by issuer.  He stated that the police department had received several calls about an 
animal being 
confined to a crate with no shade.  Gruszcyzk stated that he first made contact at the location where he observed the 
dog in 
the condition reported.  He stated that he placed a piece of scrap lumber over top of the pin in an effort to provide the dog 
some shade.  He left his business contact information at the respondents location asking to be contacted.  After not 
receiving contact from the respondent,  the citation was issued.

Respondent stated that his dog had recently had some injury to its neck therefore it couldn’t have a collar and leash.   He 
was advised by his veterinarian to get the size pin the dog was in so that the dog could be placed there while the respondent 
was not in control of the dog.  He showed receipts, medicine and bills from the veterinarian visit.  The infection around the 
neck is cleared up and he is able to control the dog on a collar and leash.

Wilder made a motion to  uphold the citation and waive the fine for the confinement violation issued on the 
citation.  Parrigin seconded the motion to pass.   Rockhold, Parrigin & Widler voting yes for this motion and 
LaPinte and Boling voting no.  Motion passed by majority vote.


Parrigin made a motion to  uphold the citation and fine for the licensing violation.  Rockhold seconded the 
motion to pass.   
Motion passed by unanimous vote.

· CONSENT AGENDA

CDEF2007-353 – 413 Tenth Avenue West – issued by Tad Douglas - property owners to be present also

Current property owner Tina Grimes was present to give a bit of history on this property as well.  She stated that this was part of a divorce settlement that was recently finalized and that the violations have not been corrected but that the fine has been paid.  Colovos then stated that at the February 2007 CEB meeting,  it was approved to begin demolition proceedings on this property.  Since then there have been two citizens who have shown an interest in the property and in repairing it and bringing it up to current code.  Colovos is requesting the CEB to rescind its earlier motion to begin demolition proceedings with the stipulations that the property is going to be sold.  He is requesting that the intent to demolish be held off for 90 days so the property can be sold and rehabilitation of the property begin.  Wilder made a motion to  suspend the intent to demolish for 90 days pending the property being sold and new owners repairing the property.  LaPointe seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.

CDEF2006-734 – 307 Woodford Street – issued by David Herrman
Herrman updated the Board on this property.   In summary,  this property was involved in a fire.  Minimal corrective action made for an extended period of time.  A building permit has been applied for and there was steady progress on compliance until recently when all work ceased at the property.  Permit expires on May 30, 2007.  No action or vote needed at this time.

CDEF2007-707 – 1009 Fair Street – issued by Tad Douglas

Douglas stated that the property owner was incarcerated and the City has had to secure this property on numerous occasions.   Contact with property owner,  or heir of property owner,  has been unsuccessful.  Request to begin demolition proceedings.  Parrigin made a motion to uphold this request.  Rockhold seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.

CDEF2006-5917 – 825 Hope Street – issued by Tad Douglas

Douglas stated that at the February 2007 CEB,  the Board approved demolition proceedings to begin.  Property has recently changed owners and they intend on demolishing the property.  He is requesting for a 60 day extension prior to beginning demolition proceedings.  Parrigin made a motion to uphold the extension request.  LaPointe seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.

CDEF2006-5137 – 1139 Kentucky Street – issued by Tad Douglas

Douglas stated that this is a vacant residence in poor state of repair.  Request to approve for demolition proceedings.  LaPointe made a motion to  approve demolition proceedings.  Parrigin seconded the motion to pass.   Rockhold voted no for this motion.  Motion passed by majority vote.
