· CALL TO ORDER 

The meeting was called the meeting to order at 5:00 pm.  
· ROLL CALL

· ELECTION OF NEW CHAIR AND VICE CHAIR


Motion made by Parrigin for Boling as Chair.  Motion seconded by LaPointe.  Motion passed by 
unanimous vote.



Motion made by Parrigin for LaPointe as Vice-Chair.  Motion seconded by Wilder.  Motion  passed by unanimous vote.

· APPROVAL OF MINUTES

November 28, 2006 –LaPointe  made a motion to approve the minutes as submitted.   Rockhold seconded the motion to approve.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.

These proceedings are recorded and aired live on Cable Channel 4 and the recording will serve as official record.  Summary information is as follows.

· PARKING CITATIONS
BG 104820 – issued by Z. Mrkaljevic – respondent – Angela DeLang – Officer failed to appear.  Citation and fine will be dismissed.
BG 104644 – issued by J.Lewis – respondent Rex Board – citation was confirmed by Officer.  Respondent stated that there are currently two parking spaces in this area; neither of which are large enough for mid to large size vehicle.  He stated that parking in the downtown area is difficult enough.  LaPointe made a motion to  waive/dismiss the citation and fine.  Wilder seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.  Board Clerk stated that she would have the City of Bowling Green’s Traffic Engineer  to inspect the area to see if there were any changes or modifications that could be made.

Respondent failed to appear.  Citation stands as issued.

The citation was confirmed by Tad Douglas.  Tim Rich with Houchen’s Industries stated that Houche’s bought this property and several others in the area with the intent to demolish them.  Some business dealings got delayed but the property has since been demolished.  Douglas stated that there is currently a large hole where the house once stood. Sandy Whitney were present.  Resident Whitney stated that due to financial bankruptcy,  he was advised he could not move or sell any of his property until his case settles.  Rockhold made a motion to  dismiss the 
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citation and fine if property is in compliance by date of next Code Enforcement Board meeting.  If not,  citation & fine stand as issued.  LaPointe seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Citation was confirmed by Tad Douglas who stated that this was the result of a fire at the residence.  
Respondent stated that the citation was issued while property owner was in the rear of property doing some 
work.

Colovos stated that this residence is a burn out and that there has been no corrective action to date and the building permit is set to expire in February 2007.  .  Request to begin demolition proceedings.  Wilder made a motion to begin demolition proceedings.  LaPointe seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
