Case 2012-556 – 519 Main Ave W – Respondent: Rev. Earl Jackson/David Thomas – Owner: New Bethel Baptist Church - Code Enforcement Officer: Melissa Christerson
Citation amount: $505.75
Christerson explained that this was a roaming inspection for overgrown grass & some structural issues.  This is owned by New Bethel Baptist Church.  There has been very little work completed on the property & it is now at the third citation stage.  
Webb stated that he was really looking forward to them being here tonight because we’ve had some lack of communication through this case.

Christerson also stated that the Church did not have the funds to repair the home nor pay the citation fines.  The last time Christerson spoke with Rev. Jackson, he stated that they were going to try to sell the property.

The respondents did not appear so the citation & fines stand as written.

Wilder made a motion to proceed with an Intent to Demolish.  Eichelberger seconded motion which passed unanimously.

Case 2012-1476 – 1125 Shannon Dr – Respondent/Owner: Ella Pillow – Code Enforcement Officer: Melissa Christerson
Citation amount: $505.75
Christerson explained that this was an adjacent property inspection for rats & hoarding of materials.  The property next door had a rat problem as well, so the city paid to have an exterminator come & set rat poison out to help with the problem.  We were able to get a consent form signed by Pillow to enter the interior of the property.  Webb was also at the last inspection with Pillow and after seeing how bad the inside was packed full of items, an agreement was made to start getting one room at a time cleaned out so an interior inspection could be made.  At this time, none of the rooms have been cleared out.  
Pillow stated that there is water & electricity in the home, but she does not live there.

Webb had offered to have a dumpster placed for Pillow to use while she is doing her cleaning out, but Pillow says she does not want a dumpster on her property.

Pillow stated that she is going to try & get some help with cleaning the home out.

Wilder made a motion to give Pillow until October 23, 2012 to enter through the 

side door of the home and clear all items out of the room so that you walk into the house from that side door.  Eichelberger seconded motion which passed unanimously.
PARKING / ANIMAL CONTROL/SMOKING CITATIONS
Case 2012-2500 – Parking Ticket BG 117444 – Respondent: Gregory Rossi – Officer: Ed Pulley
Citation amount: $25.00 

Officer Pulley explained that he was on Village Creek on August 30, 2012 & on that street there are signs posted on one side of the street that say “No Parking This Side of Street.”  Rossi’s vehicle was there in the same proximity of one of these signs, so a parking citation was issued.
Rossi explained that he did not feel he was in violation because those signs are in particular places on Village Creek, so he understood the signs to mean, “No Parking Between Signs.”  The signs are not up & down the entire street, so that is why he interpreted it that way.
Rockhold asked Webb if he could look into this & find out if more signs need to be placed or check if the signs are placed correctly.  Webb stated that he would make sure someone would look into it & get back with Rossi.
