CASE #1
Case 2019-6590 - Citation 2019-12099.6 – 2540 Nashville Rd - Owner: Robert & Gloria Thomas – Respondent: Gloria Thomas – Officer: Brad Schargorodski
Citation Fees: $404.00
Brad Schargorodski explained that this case is the result of a roaming inspection.  The first set of violations are listed below:

· Duty of maintenance of private property
· Accumulation of junk, scrap, debris
· Accumulation of construction, demolition and landscape debris
· Exterior use/storage of indoor furniture
· Numerous tires stored outdoors
It appeared that there was an ongoing yard sale going on at the location.  Complaints started coming in from citizens and commissioners.  Now there are other government agencies working their own cases/investigations for other violations against their ordinances as well.  At the follow-up inspection on 9/17/19, the property was still very much in violation so a citation was issued.  Listed below are the violations on the citation:

· Parking on yards
· Hoarding of Materials
· Accumulation of rubbish and garbage 
· Duty of maintenance of private property
· Accumulation of junk, scrap, debris
· Accumulation of construction, demolition and landscape debris
· Exterior use/storage of indoor furniture
· Numerous tires stored outdoors
At the follow-up inspection on 10/4/19 the property was still in violation with some progress made.  James Napper advised to issue the second citation.  

At the follow-up inspection on 11/4/19 the property was still in violation and progress had still been made but due to the extended period of time to bring the property into compliance and ongoing complaints, Napper advised to issue the third citation.

As of this writing the case has been open 94 days and the property remains in violation.  As of 11/20/2019 all tires have been removed from an outdoor location and the front yard and most of the driveway have been cleaned off. However, a significant accumulation of rubbish, debris, construction material, furniture, junk, inoperable vehicles, vehicle on yard, etc. is present in the back and side yards and an overall lack of duty of maintenance of private property is evident. Additionally, it should be noted that the property owner applied for three building permits for the sheds/greenhouse/accessory structures placed on the property.  As of this writing those permits have not been paid for or picked up and as such are not considered issued/valid.  Our office began receiving information that they are constructing another wood-frame accessory structure by hand at the back of the property for which they do not have a permit applied for, and the Building Division will be investigating if a “Stop Work Order” should be issued.
Gloria Thomas and Mary Spears were both present to present their case to the board.  Thomas came and spoke to the board talking about how her daughter, Mary Spears, had lost her home.  So since Spears lost her home, Thomas offered for Spears to move her yard sale items over to her home on Nashville Rd.  Thomas said that she’s was just trying to be helpful.  Thomas mentioned that she and her husband are on a fixed income so they are only able to do so much at a time.  Currently Spears only has a few more days left to get the rest of her belongings out of her home and they are working on that when they have a truck.  
Mary Spears came to the podium to speak to the board on this matter.  Spears explained several things that happened throughout her life to build up to this point with the issues on Nashville Rd.  She further explained that she started demolishing an accessory building, but didn’t realize she needed a permit to do that.  Her goal was to put up a good, sturdy building that was built correctly.  

A board member asked Spears if she could bring the property back into compliance by January 28, 2020 and Spears said she could.  

Thomas made a motion to table this until the January 28, 2019 meeting with the intent that you will bring the property into compliance, you will have no further yard sales and you will bring no other materials in other than what you already own.  Eggleton seconded motion which passed unanimously.

James Heady presented the update to the board which included the property now being in compliance.

Deere made a motion to uphold the citation and dismiss the fine in the amount of $200.00.  Dearbone seconded motion which passed unanimously.

Citation Fees: $400.00

Heady presented this case to the board which has also been brought into compliance.
Deere made a motion to uphold the citation and dismiss the fine in the amount of $400.00.  Thomas seconded motion which passed unanimously.

Per Day fine request
Heady presented this case to the board explaining what had transpired throughout the course of the case.  Three citations have been issued up to this point.  Only one has been appealed and the appellant did not show up to the CENB meeting until the meeting had been adjourned. Therefor his case could not be heard.  The property is currently still in violation, there has been no cooperation from the property owner up to this point so we would like to issue a per-day fine citation at this time.
