Category C – Has outstanding unpaid citations fines and/or remedy charges on any properties owned by the violator, no time limit.

Citations & Fee Amounts: $462.96
Napper explained that the reason this owner has been brought to the CENB for Repeat Offender is because the Citation fees have not been paid.  We are seeking a Repeat Offender status at this time.

Minton spoke, asking why there was a second citation when he brought the property into compliance.  He thought he didn’t have a second citation.

Thomas asked about the Citation and Compliance dates listed on the Summary that the Code Enforcement Staff provides to the CENB members.  These summaries are provided to give the members a brief breakdown or explanation of what has transpired with the cases that they are hearing.  A “typo” was found on the summary that raised the question of when the citations were written and when the property was brought into compliance.  Although it was a typo, the board did not feel comfortable deeming D & L Rentals LLC a Repeat Offender and made the motion to dismiss the Second Citation Fees.
Wilder made the motion to dismiss the Second Citation Fee from the Repeat Offender Recommendation due to a typo on the summary issued to the board.  This removes D & L RENTALS LLC from the Repeat Offender Designation for category C.  Deere seconded motion which passed unanimously.
