· APPROVAL OF MINUTES

July 23, 2013 – Deere made a motion to uphold the minutes as written.  Simpson seconded motion which passed unanimously.   
· COMMENTS / ANNOUNCEMENTS    

Code Enforcement Presentation – Brent Childers explained what our Code Enforcement office does and gave the CEB a better understanding of what goes on before a case is presented to them.
· HEARING AGENDA
CODE ENFORCEMENT

Case 2013-2533 – 1505 Stubbins St – Owner: Hubert Harrison – Code Enforcement Officer: James Napper

Citation amount: $56.11

Napper explained that this was a Roaming inspection that he had picked up and worked the case as normal.  Napper sent a Notice of Violation to the owner giving seven (7) days to complete the mowing.  When the work was not done, Napper called the owner to see when the grass was going to be mowed.  Napper stated that Harrison cursed him and said there was overgrown grass all over town.  Napper cited the property and the citation was appealed.

Harrison approached the podium and stated that he never cursed the inspector, but he was upset because his wife had just passed away and the grass was not a great concern at the time.  Harrison was having the roof repaired at the time and that prevented him from being able to have it mowed.  Nails & equipment were all over the yard and it could not be mowed until the roof work was completed.  
Wilder made a motion to uphold the citation and fine.  Simpson seconded motion which passed 4-1.
PARKING/ANIMAL CONTROL/ALARM/SMOKING CITATIONS
Case 2013-3282 – BG 117008 – Respondent: Jeung Lee – Officer: Sean Girbert

Citation Amount: $25.00

Girbert responded to a complaint that was filed at the Police Department and when he arrived on location, he viewed the vehicle parking over the yellow line on the curb.  The vehicle was parked in front of a home, so the officer went to the door to let someone know the vehicle was parked illegally.  At that time a parking citation was issued.
Lee approached the podium and stated that she did park over in the yellow at the curb, but she did not know that was wrong.  She is an international student at WKU and she is completing her Master’s Degree.  She now understands that she was parked illegally and she will not make this mistake again.

Simpson made a motion to uphold the citation and the fine.  Dearbone seconded motion which passed unanimously.

Thomas made a motion to remove Michael Davis from the agenda.  Wilder seconded motion which passed unanimously.
R & D Properties of BG LLC – 1275 Clay St – Cases 2013-1224 – 208 Plain Ave – Case 2013-659 & 1605 Johnson Case 2012-433 – Category B – Have been issued a 3rd citation for the same violation on any properties.

There was no response after that.  The resident would not open the door for the inspector.
The CEB members would like more information on the location of the property owner, so this will be heard again at the September 24, 2013 CEB meeting.
