Citation Fees: $100.00
Heady explained the violations to the board and presented photos showing the transition of the property over the years.  Sometime in-between the years 2015 & 2018 gravel was placed in the front yard of the property of 518 Regents Ave which is against the zoning ordinance.  A citation was issued on April 18, 2019.

· Parking Standard – Parking areas in all single family residential districts shall be paved with asphalt, concrete, brick pavers, pervious material or similar permeable paving material.
Dennis Siegrist came to the podium and presented some photos of where the property lines are to 518 Regents Ave as well as some other items.  Siegrist explained the driveway that runs along the side of the house is actually an alley not a driveway.  Siegrist asked Heady some specific questions about gravel.  

Deere explained that in the photos that had been presented by Heady, from 2015 there was no gravel present.  Then, in 2019 there is currently gravel present.  From just visually comparing the photos the property is in violation.

There was a little more discussion on the case then a motion was made.

Thomas made a motion that the fine stand and the citation stand.  Dearbone seconded motion which passed unanimously.
