David Herrman explained that this is an abandoned house that is in very bad shape.  Pictures of the property were shared with the board.  The owner has already signed a consent form to have the house demolished, but locating all her heirs was not going to be within our power to do, so we are bringing it in front of the CEB for intent to demolish.
After a brief discussion about this property being a danger to anyone entering it or children playing near or in it, Deere made a motion to approve the intent to demolish.  Simpson seconded motion which passed unanimously.

Case 2013-800 – 1223 Indianola St – Owner: Richard & Susan Jones – Representative: Luke Williams - Code Enforcement Officer: James Napper

Luke Williams was not present.
James Napper refreshed the board on the motion and vote from our March 25, 2014 meeting.  Which was: 

Deere made a motion to give Jones and Williams until April 22, 2014 to get as much of the exterior and interior violations brought back into compliance by the April 22, 2014 CEB meeting.  Dearbone seconded motion which passed unanimously.
Napper stated that this case has now been open 377 days and to his knowledge, no new work has been completed since our last CEB meeting.   Within the last two weeks, Napper has been able to make entry into Apt. 3.  There were violations in that unit as well.  Napper also let the board know that at 4:20 PM today, Luke Williams called him to let him know that they were not going to be able to get any kind of loan to fix the building.  So, they are going to auction the property off on May 17, 2014.  We are waiting on a signed contract from Williams.  He said he would have that to us 4/23 or 4/24.
After some discussion, Deere made a motion to issue a $100.00 Per Day Fine until the May 27, 2014 meeting.  In addition to the Per Day Fine, Deere also included in the motion for Jones and Williams to bring as many of the exterior and interior violations into compliance.  Thomas seconded motion which passed unanimously.
