Case 2019-759 – Citation 2019-1582.5 – 475 Three Springs Rd – Owner: Bobby & Drucilla Belcher – Respondent: Bobby Belcher/BJ Electric – Officer: Brad Schargorodski
Citation Fees: $104.00

Schargorodski explained the violations to the board and presented photos showing several inoperable and junk vehicles on the property, these vehicles are also being park on the grass.  This has been the case for several years.  Mr. Belcher and Schargorodski had spoken on the phone and had a productive conversation.  Belcher agreed to start getting rid of some of the inoperable vehicles.

He also mentioned some vehicles that are parked inside a building that is on the property and that all of those vehicles are in good working condition.  Belcher also mentioned that he is trying to sell some of the vehicles sitting on the grass at the property.  

Neighbors also came to the podium to speak on the situation with this property and the inoperable vehicles.

After all discussion a motion was purposed.

Simpson made a motion that we uphold the citation and the fine in the amount of $104.00.  Thomas seconded motion which passed unanimously.

Case 2019-5235 – Citation 2019-9296 – 1408 Sunrise Dr N – Owner: Sead & Rusmina Hajdarevic – Respondent: Sead Hajdarevic – Officer: James Heady
Citation Fees: $200.00

Heady came to the podium to speak on the property, he explained the violations and showed photos of the violations to the board.  The vehicles that are being worked on are not owned by the property owner, so it would appear that an auto repair business is being ran out of the home.

· Parking Surfaces – shall be paved with asphalt, concrete, brick pavers, or similar material.

Sead Hajdarevic came to the podium and made the comment that no one had been by his home when he was not working on any vehicle that was not his own vehicle.  Hajdarevic said that working on vehicles is only a hobby for him.  He brought documentation that shows he purchased the vehicles, but they are not in his name.

After some discussion by the board members a motion was purposed.

Deere made a motion to uphold the citation and fine in the amount of $200.00.  Thomas seconded motion which passed unanimously.
